a.  The purpose of this amendment is to extend the closing date for receipt of proposals; provide information regarding the Pre-proposal conference held 23-24 Feb 01; revise portions of Sections B, C, and L; revise  ATTACHMENTS E and F, and add Master Technical Exhibits for DOL TE Maintenance.   

b.  The hour and date specified for receipt of offers is extended to 4:00 P.M., Local Time, 3 May 2001.  Location for receipt of offers remains unchanged.  

c.  Pre-proposal conference slides and attendance roster for the 23-24 February 2001, Fort Polk site visit are provided for information purposes only.   Offerors are to submit any questions related to the site visit no later than 16 Mar 01.

d.  Part I, Section B, Bid Schedule Estimated Costs for Material and Equipment Option Year CLINS are revised to compensate for projected inflation in the out years as follows:  CLIN 0040 MATERIAL COSTS NTE – $9,113,620; CLIN 0041 EQUIPMENT COSTS NTE – $574,446; CLIN 0060 MATERIAL COSTS NTE – $9,387,029; CLIN 0061 EQUIPMENT COSTS NTE – $591,679; CLIN 0080 MATERIAL COSTS NTE – $9,668,640; CLIN 0081 EQUIPMENT COSTS NTE – $604,429; CLIN 0100 MATERIAL COSTS NTE – $9,958,699; CLIN 0101 EQUIPMENT COSTS NTE – $622,562.

e.  Part I, Section C, Performance Work Statement , C5.15, “Operations, Plans, and Training Staff/Directorate of Plans, training, mobilization, and security (G3/DPTMS)” is deleted in its entirety and the revised  Performance Work Statement, Section C5.15 is substituted therefore.  

f.  Part IV, Section L, titled “Instructions, Conditions and Notices to Offerors” is revised to include the following:

“L.10  IDENTIFICATION OF POTENTIAL ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST


a)  Offerors are advised that pursuant to FAR § 9.505, and in an effort to identify and avoid existing or potential organizational conflicts of interest among competitors on this solicitation, offerors shall include in their proposal in Volume I, a full description of any and all current contracts such offeror may be presently performing (or which have concluded performance within the past 12 months) involving the delivery of supplies or services either on site at Fort Polk, on behalf of Fort Polk, or employing data or information furnished by or on behalf of Fort Polk.  

b)  The term, “performing” is to be viewed in the broadest sense possible, including performance in the capacity of a prime, a sub-contractor, or performance resulting from any form of teaming arrangement.  However, “performing” shall not include acting in the capacity of a materielman, a supply vendor, or manufacturer whose contract performance is limited to the furnishing of supplies. 


c)  Descriptions shall include the contract’s identification number, the source of the award (e.g., the awarding Command or appropriate civilian agency ), a full description of the contract supplies or services being furnished, the contract term, the contractor’s level of participation and any other contract features considered material and relevant to an Army determination regarding potential organizational conflict of interest posed by the existing contract.


d)  In the event offerors are not presently performing other contracts, as described above, and this reporting requirement is thus inapplicable, negative reports are nonetheless required (in Volume I), and shall be submitted as express elements of any offer furnished in response to this solicitation.”

g.  That portion of Attachment E, titled “CDRL Supply 5 Overage Repairable Items Report” (261 KB) is deleted in its entirety.  

h.  Attachment F, titled “Billing APCS Cross Reference to CLINS and Subclins” is deleted in its entirety and the  revised Attachment F is substituted therefore.

i.  The following Technical Exhibits are hereby added to the solicitation and the Master Technical Exhibits Table of Contents as follows:  TE Maintenance – 2 “Workload by Equipment”; TE Maintenance - 3, “Authorized Customers and Levels of Maintenance”; and TE Maintenance – 4, “Operational Group Equipment.”
