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3.1  GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES

The Government will provide the facilities, utilities, equipment, parts, supplies, and materials described herein as Government-Furnished Property. Government-Furnished Property (GFP) consists of Government-Furnished Facilities (GFF), Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE) and Government-Furnished Supplies and Materiel.  The Government will also provide utilities and certain services to the Performing Activity (PA).  The PA shall not use GFP, utilities or services for any other purpose than execution of work under this PWS. All GFP is provided in an “as is” condition. The PA shall be responsible for repair and maintenance of all GFP.

3.1.1  PA Accountability

3.1.1.1  Pa Responsibility.

The PA shall be accountable for the use and condition of all GFP provided as part of this PWS.  The PA shall establish and maintain records of all such GFP.  The records shall be maintained in accordance with the instructions contained in AR 710‑2, DA Pam 710‑2‑1, and FAR Section 45.  The records system shall become the Government's official GFP control system. It shall remain in use until termination of the Contract or written withdrawal of approval by the Contracting Officer.  The PA shall not mark or affix any decals, emblems or signs portraying a commercial PA’s name or logo to Government property

3.1.1.2  Transfer of Accountability

The PA shall become accountable for GFP when the Installation Property Book Officer transfers it from the Government accountable records to the PA via DA Form 3161 or DD Form 1149 

3.1.1.3  Removal of Property.  

The PA shall not remove GFP from the Installation or other supported areas without written approval from the Contracting Officer or designated representative.  DA Form 1818, Individual Property Pass shall be used to obtain approval for the removal of GFP from the Installation.

3.1.2  Inventory Management

3.1.2.1  Initial Inventory Procedures.  

The PA shall attend a phase-in GFP transfer and inventory meeting with the Contracting Officer or designated representative.  The Government will schedule the meeting prior to Contract start.

3.1.2.1.1  Within 30 days prior to contract performance start date the PA shall conduct a 100% joint inventory in accordance with AR 71-32, AR 710-2, DA Pam 710-2-1 and AR 735-5.  This inventory shall include, but is not limited to, facilities to include keys, property received from the IPBO, and materiel items of work in progress, e.g., equipment on active maintenance work orders.  On-hand supplies and non-property book items shall be inventoried at a summary level.  Activities to be inventoried will be designated by the Contracting Officer.  This provision does not preclude prior inspection of GFP by the PA.  The operational or conditional status of all GFF and GFE shall be determined.  Any item found to be broken or not suitable for its intended purpose shall be recorded.  The Contracting Officer and the PA shall certify the accuracy of the joint inventory.  The PA shall keep the inventory listing current.  

3.1.2.1.2  The PA shall prepare, certify, and submit a detailed Report of DOD Property in the Custody of Contractor (DD Form 1662) within 60 calendar days after Contract start (CDRL GFP-1).  The PA shall ensure that the government and the PA jointly approve the Government Property Inventory Report.  The PA shall maintain property custody records in a current status.

3.1.2.2  ANNUAL AND SPECIAL InventorIES

3.1.2.2.1  The PA shall conduct an annual physical inventory of all accountable GFP.  The PA shall submit a report of results to the Contracting Officer within ten duty days of inventory completion (CDRL GFP-1). 

3.1.2.2.2  The PA shall conduct special inventories as directed by the Contracting Officer.  Special inventories may be required to resolve issues of GFP accountability, availability, condition or usage.  

3.1.2.2.3  The PA shall prepare administrative adjustment documents in accordance with AR 735-5 and provide them to the Contracting Officer within 30 calendar days after inventory completion. (CDRL GFP – 4)

3.1.2.3  Contract Expiration/ Inventory Procedures.

The PA shall conduct an inventory of all GFP with the successor contractor prior to expiration or termination of the Contract.  This inventory will be observed by a Government representative.  The PA shall prepare, certify, and submit a detailed final inventory report (jointly approved by the Government and the PA).  The Inventory shall include but is not limited to, facilities, to include keys; property received from the IPBO; and materiel items of work in progress; e.g., equipment on active maintenance work orders.  On-hand supplies shall be inventoried at a summary level.  This provision does not preclude prior inspection of GFP by the successor contractor.  The operational or conditional status of all GFF and GFE shall be determined.  Any item found to be broken or not suitable for its intended purpose shall be recorded, and corrected.  All GFP for which the PA is accountable shall be returned to the Government or the successor PA in the same or better condition as when originally furnished, less fair wear and tear.

3.1.3  Change of status For Government-Furnished property.  

When government-furnished property is no longer required or suitable for intended use, or has reached the end of its economic life, the PA shall prepare and provide transfer, turn-in or disposal documentation to the Contracting Officer for approval and disposition directions in accordance with AR 710-2 and DA PAM 710-2-1.  Upon approval, the PA shall accomplish turn-in to the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMP) or in accordance with Contracting Officer directions.  All property furnished under and all scrap resulting from this contract shall remain the property of the Government.

3.1.4  property shortages and damages

3.1.4.1  notification

The PA shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing within two duty days after the discovery of lost, damaged or destroyed GFP valued in excess of $300.  (CDRL GFP-2).

3.1.4.2  Reporting

The PA shall investigate and submit a report of shortage, loss, damage or destruction of GFP to the Contracting Officer within five calendar days after the discovery.  The PA shall report the specific property affected, including National Stock Number (NSN) or other identifying codes and nomenclature; the circumstance surrounding the loss, damage, or destruction; the estimated cost of alleviating the problem, if required; and the expected impact on provision of PA services, if any.  (CDRL GFP-3).

3.2  Facilities

3.2.1  General

The Government will furnish or make available facilities, including installed (fixed) equipment, as specified in TE GFP-1 (Government Furnished Facilities). The PA shall share some facilities (as indicated in TE GFP-1) with the Government.  In addition, other circumstances may arise which necessitate the sharing of additional facilities identified as government-furnished property.  The Contracting Officer will coordinate necessary changes with the PA.  

3.2.2  Final Condition

The Government reserves the right to reallocate and relocate assigned facilities during the period of performance.  Upon completion or termination of this Contract, or during such reallocation/relocations, the PA shall return Government-furnished facilities in the same or better condition as when originally furnished less fair wear and tear.

3.2.3  Government Access 

Contracting Officer-approved Government personnel, designated by the Contracting Officer, shall have access to all government-furnished facilities used by the PA.  Government personnel may perform unscheduled visits during normal working hours.  When required, government personnel will check in and out with the PA, who may, at his discretion, escort them throughout the facility.

3.3  EQUIPMENT
3.3.1  GENERAL

The Government will make available to the PA the type and quantity of Equipment listed at TE GFP-2 (Accountable Property/Equipment), TE GFP-3 (Non-Property Book Property/Equipment),  TE GFP-4 (Facilities/Equipment for Utilities) and TE GFP-5 (GSA Vehicles).   With the exception of Non-property Book Property/Equipment listed at TE GFP-3, which shall be provided by the PA, the Government will provide replacement items to replace unserviceable equipment.

3.3.2  DOCUMENTATION

The PA shall prepare the forms required for justification, deletions, and changes to DA-controlled GFE items authorized on the Table of Distribution and Allowance (TDA).   The PA shall prepare DA Form 4610-R in accordance with the guidance provided in AR 71-32.  Paragraph 2‑70b(1) of AR 71‑32, describes the type of items requiring submission of documentation for TDA changes. 

3.3.3  STAMIS and Automated Data Processing Equipment 

The Government will furnish the Standard Army Management Information Systems STAMIS identified throughout Section C-5.  The Government will also provide ADPE hardware and software required to support both the Government STAMIS and the Installation unique systems and programs currently in use.  The Government will provide repair parts of government-furnished ADPE until the on-hand balance is exhausted.  Thereafter for the remainder of the period of performance, the PA shall be responsible for providing all ADPE repair parts.  The PA shall accept and use these systems and their successor systems inclusive of changes, modifications, or replacement of the systems, in whole or in part, throughout this period of performance.

3.3.4  GSA Vehicles

The Government shall provide the GSA vehicles identified at TE GFP-5 as Government Furnished Vehicles.  PA is responsible for furnishing all other vehicles required in the performance of this contract that are not listed herein as Government Furnished. For all other PA vehicle requirements the Government will make available, through separate contract, a GSA vehicle fleet.  The PA, at its option, may use this contract to fulfill its vehicle requirement in whole or in part. Under the provisions of the current GSA contract, the PA shall perform operator maintenance and services on GSA vehicles.

3.3.5  general services administration (GSA) and TACTICAL VEHICLE Credit Cards

The Government will provide tactical vehicle and GSA credit cards for Government furnished GSA vehicles.  The PA shall maintain positive control over credit cards at all times, abide by established procedures for use of credit cards and accomplish all administrative procedures inherent in the credit card program.

3.4  MATERIAL 

Material includes, but is not limited to, supplies, parts, subassemblies, raw materials, and other components and end items utilized to accomplish work or services described in this PWS.

3.4.1  ON HAND BALANCE  of Material 

The Government will provide on-hand balances of material to be used by the PA in performing work specified under this PWS following joint inventory during phase-in. The PA shall assume responsibility for all government-furnished materials on hand at the time of Contract start, based on the jointly conducted government/PA inventory.  At contract completion or termination, the PA shall turn over all on-hand balances of Government purchased material to the Government.  

3.4.2  Fuel and lubricants

The Government will furnish operating fuels and lubricants for Government-furnished property used in performance of services specified in this PWS.  

3.4.3  Equipment Manuals, Supply Catalogs, and forms

3.4.3.1  Technical Reference Libraries.  

The Government will furnish Technical Reference Libraries to the PA at the start of the period of performance. Technical Reference Libraries will contain copies of all government-unique regulations and publications cited in this PWS that are currently available at the Installation.  Regulations and publications are identified in Section C-6. The PA shall be responsible for the currency and completeness of these libraries after turnover by the Government.  The PA shall maintain an account through the Publications Distribution Office and shall request supplements, updates, and other publication requirements in direct support of this PWS.  Requests for official publications shall be prepared in accordance with AR 25-30 and DA Pam 25-30.  When requesting publications requiring classified access, the PA shall submit the request to the Contracting Officer.

3.4.3.2  Operating Manuals and Parts Catalogs.  

Equipment operating manuals and parts catalogs presently maintained by the Installation for work specified under this PWS will be turned over to the PA prior to start of the period of performance.  Inventory of parts catalogs will not be taken since the catalogs are a disposable item and become obsolete within several years after issue.

3.4.3.3  Commercial Publications.  

The PA shall obtain commercial publications required in the performance of this PWS.  Subscriptions to newspapers, magazines, and other periodicals require approval of the Contracting Officer.

3.4.3.4  Forms.  

3.4.3.4.1  An initial supply of forms will be provided at Contract start date.

3.4.3.4.2  The PA shall establish an account for subsequent forms requirements and prepare and submit requisitions for the new stock on DA Form 17, Requisition of Publications and Blank Forms, and DA Form 17-1, Continuation Sheet and Frequency (if required).  Update forms as required.  The PA is encouraged to use and process electronic versions of forms in a paperless environment to the maximum extent practical.

3.5  Services

3.5.1  Utilities

The Government will furnish utilities as currently installed in Government Furnished Facilities for use under this PWS.  Types of utility services furnished include electricity, gas, water, and sewage. 

3.5.2  emergency services

3.5.2.1  Employee emergency care

Emergency vehicles and medical personnel will be provided when a PA employee suffers a serious injury. Government facilities and emergency treatment will be provided in these instances as the first point of medical care.  Transfer to other than Government medical treatment facilities shall be effected as soon as possible and as determined by attending medical authorities.  Based on Bayne-Jones Army Community Hospital policies in effect, charges will be made to the employee.

3.5.2.2  military police

The Government will provide the services of the Installation Military Police for on-Installation emergencies. 

3.5.3  Communication Services

3.5.3.1  Telephones

The Government will furnish telephones, telephone distribution systems, voice-mail services, and telephone services (i.e. dial tone, basecom, and long haul services).   The PA shall provide Telecommunications Control Officers (TCOs) as required. The position of Telecommunications Control Officer (TCO)  is not a full time positions.  Individual so designated may perform other duties provided they are available to perform Telecommunications Control Officer (TCO) duties when required.
The PA shall prohibit PA personnel from relocating government-furnished telephones communications equipment, or tampering in any way with the telephone distribution system.  The PA shall make any authorized changes in accordance with provisions of paragraph 5.19.3 of this PWS. 

3.5.3.2  Cellular Telephone Service.  

The Government will furnish cellular telephone service through an existing contract with Centennial Comm DBA Centennial.

3.5.3.3  Local Area Network.

The Government will provide access to the existing Fort Polk campus area network (CAN) wide area network (WAN) and associated local area networks (LAN). 

3.5.4  COPIER SERVICES

The Government will provide plain paper copiers through an existing contract with Konica Business Technologies.  The PA shall coordinate copier installation and maintenance services in accordance with Section C-5.19.9 of this PWS.

3.5.5  Parking

PA employees will be provided parking space in the vicinity of their work areas subject to space availability and Installation parking policy.  

3.5.6  SOLID WASTE  REMOVAL

The Government will furnish containers (dumpsters) through a separate contract for collection and disposal of solid waste.  The PA shall place solid waste, excluding recyclable and hazardous material, in the dumpsters.  The Government will provide scheduled pickup of dumpsters.  Special containers for collection of recyclable material will be provided when the quantity generated is sufficient as determined by the solid waste contractor.  When recycling containers are provided, the PA shall segregate items such as but not limited to, cardboard, office paper, newspaper, glass, plastic, tin cans, and aluminum (cans, containers and foil) in coordination with the installation solid waste/recycling contractor.
3.5.7  TRAINING

The Government will provide the following training for PA employees.

Defensive Driving Course-- a 2-hour block of instruction conducted each Wednesday afternoon by the Installation Safety Office.  Attendance at this course is required prior to receipt of a U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operators Identification Card, OF346, or operation of any Government owned, leased or rented vehicle including GSA vehicles.

Environmental Compliance Officer (ECO) Course-- a 40-hour block of instruction conducted by the Installation Environmental Office.  Attendance at this course is mandatory for individuals designated as Environmental Compliance Officers.

Energy Awareness Officer (EAO) Course-- a 4 hour block of instruction conducted by the Installation Environmental Office.  Attendance at this course is mandatory for Energy Awareness Officers.  This course is included in the Environmental Compliance Officer’s Course.

3.5.8  Army Oil Analysis Program (AOAP)

The Government will provide AOAP services through an existing contract with TRI- Services Inc.  For all vehicles/equipment enrolled in the Army Oil Analysis Program, the PA shall, pursuant to AR 750-1,  take oil samples, deliver them to the Oil Laboratory and use the AOAP findings in performance of the maintenance mission. 

3.5.9  Test, measurement and diagnostic equipment (TMDE) Program 

The Government will provide TMDE program services as delineated in AR 750-1, AR 750-43, TB 43-180 and TB 750-25 through Interservice Support Agreement with the U.S. Army TMDE Activity, Redstone Arsenal.   The TMDE activity is currently located at Fort Polk, Louisiana in building 4533.  The PA shall ensure tools/equipment enrolled in the TMDE program are calibrated as specified in accordance with applicable directives.  

3.5.10  LAUNDRY SERVICE

The Government will provide laundry services through an existing contract with Calcasieu Association for Retarded Citizens for organizational clothing/equipment for the DOL Central Issue Facility (CIF), bed linens for the Directorate of Reserve Component and bed linens for DPW Housing.  Procedures for obtaining this service are contained in the applicable section of the PWS.

3.5.11  SOLVENT CLEANER SERVICE       

The Government will provide solvent and aqueous parts washers where such equipment is required and authorized for use by the Installation Environmental Officer.  Provision of this equipment includes system maintenance, parts replacement, inventory records, solvent recovery and required documentation.  These services apply to both solvent and aqueous parts washers.  As this service is provided as a part of the hazardous waste reduction program, unless approved by the Installation Environmental Officer, the PA shall not change solvent use or any aspects of the solvent cleaner program.
3.5.12  MOUT FACILITY PHYSICAL SECURITY

The Government will provide military guards for the purpose of providing physical security of the Military Operations on Urbanized Terrain (MOUT) facilities during non-rotational periods.  (The rotational units provide security during rotations.)  MOUT facilities include the Shughart Gordon complex, Word Military Compound and the Self Village and Airfield.

3.5.13  UrinaLysis testing

The Government will provide chemical analysis of urine samples, in support of the Drug and Alcohol Prevention Program, at the Army laboratory located at Tripler Army Medical Facility. 
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
