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4.1  PA-FURNISHED PROPERTY and services.   the PA shall furnish all property and services required for performance of this contract that is not specifically identified as furnished by the government.
4.1.1  Marking

All PA-owned property shall be marked with the name of the PA’s firm.  All PA-owned vehicles used in the performance of services under this contract and on this installation shall be legibly and conspicuously marked with the Contractor's name, address and telephone number.  Markings shall be placed on both sides of the vehicle. 

4.1.2  Removal Of PA Property.  

Upon completion or termination of this contract, the PA shall remove from the Installation within 60 days of successor starting performance all Contractor-owned vehicles, equipment, tools, supplies, materials and other items, for which the Government has not taken title.  The Government shall not be responsible for any Contractor-owned property left after phase-out end date.  If the PA does not remove said property from the Installation within the stated time, the Government will take possession of the property.

4.1.3  Coco maintenance and repair.

The PA shall maintain and repair all COCO equipment in a safe and serviceable condition suitable for its intended use.  The PA shall ensure COCO equipment used for lifting purposes is load tested in accordance with TB 43-0142. 

4.2  Facilities 

The PA shall provide a listing of facilities, other than Government-furnished, used in performance of this contract to the Contracting Officer in accordance with CDRL CFP-1.  The PA shall not place or construct facilities or buildings on the Installation without prior approval of the Contracting Officer.

4.2.1  PA request for additional facilities

The PA may request additional government-furnished facilities upon determining a need for them.  The PA shall include specifications and justification for the needed facilities in the request to the KO.  If the request is approved, the Contracting Officer will determine the availability of suitable facilities.

4.2.2  facilities alterations

The PA shall provide, at the PA’s expense, any alterations or improvement to assigned facilities it desires to make.  The PA shall not make any such alterations; or improvements unless in receives advanced written approval of the Contracting Officer.  Any such alternations or improvements become the property of the Government; however, the Contracting Officer may require the PA to remove or dismantle such alterations or improvements and restore the facilities to their original condition upon expiration or termination of the Contract.  The PA shall restore the facilities at his own expense.  

4.3  Equipment 

Equipment condition shall not relieve the PA of any responsibility to provide services as required in this Contract.  Tools and equipment acquired by the PA to supplement those provided as Government-furnished shall remain the property of the PA upon termination or completion of the Contract.  

4.3.1  PA furnished equipment listing

The PA shall provide, at contract performance start date, a listing of all PA-Owned, Leased or Rented equipment brought to the contract in accordance with CDRL CFP-2.  Contractor-furnished equipment shall meet or exceed all design specifications for its intended use.

4.3.2  INOPERABLE AND UNECONOMICALLY REPARABLE Equipment

4.3.2.1  Repair

The PA shall repair or dispose of inoperable PA-furnished equipment or items within 30 working days.  The PA may request an extension of this time frame from the Contracting Officer when the delay is due to long lead-time for a replacement part that the PA has on order.

4.3.2.2   Replacement  

The PA shall provide all replacement tools, furnishings, and non accountable property that is used exclusively by PA employees including, but not limited to, the items listed at TE GFP-3.  The Government will provide replacement accountable property listed at GFP-2.  For capital equipment (defined as equipment having an FOB acquisition cost of $5,000 or more, the PA shall recommend to the Contracting Officer the most economical method (rental, lease, purchase) of meeting the equipment requirement.  The PA shall implement approved recommendations.  Replacement accountable equipment shall become property of the Government.

4.3.3  Automated information systems (AIS).

Use of PA-furnished AIS shall be compatible with the government-furnished AIS and approved by the Contracting Officer. Operation of PA-furnished AIS shall be commensurate with applicable licenses and copyrights.

4.3.4  Personal Protective Equipment

The PA shall provide all personal protective equipment required for performance under this contract and shall ensure employees are in possession of and wear all protective clothing and equipment required by OSHA standards.  

4.4  MATERIAL AND SUPPLIES

After the on-hand balance of government-furnished material is exhausted, the PA shall be responsible for providing all subsequent material and supply requirements for work performed under this PWS.  When using the government supply system (i.e., GSA) as a source of supply for material requirements, the PA shall submit requests in a timely fashion and ensure that sufficient material is on hand for the work required under this PWS.  Lack of material shall not be sufficient reason for non-performance of work required under this PWS.

4.4.1    Hazardous Materials

The PA shall, to the extent possible, obtain hazardous materials required in performance of this contract through the Installation HAZMART.  The PA shall comply with HAZMART ordering, storage, inventory and turn-in procedures.

4.5  Services

4.5.1  Communication Services

The PA shall obtain communication services required to perform work specified in this Contract that are not government-furnished.  PA communication services will be subject to standard monitoring requirements of the government communications network.

4.5.2   printing services 

The PA shall provide printing/duplicating services as required to meet PWS requirements on a reimbursable basis. Printing/duplicating shall be accomplished at the lowest possible cost to the Government except when time constraints, as determined by the Contracting Officer, necessitates payment of a higher price.  All requirements for reimbursable printing/duplicating shall be first offered to the Installation DAPS (Defense Automated Printing Service) as a possible source for all printing/duplicating requirements, in accordance with paragraph 5(a) & 5(b) of the DAPS/Fort Polk Service Level Agreement dated 13 Mar 97.  In accordance with paragraph 4 (3) of the SLA, the Defense Automated Printing Service is required to provide printing/duplicating service at the lowest price. 
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
