F. 3                                                            CONTRACT PERIOD

Full contract performance shall commence on 1 March 2003 and shall end 29 February 2004 for the base period unless sooner terminated under the provisions of this contract.  If the options are exercised, the commencement and completion dates are as follows:


First Option Year;       From 1 March 2004 to 28 February 2005

Second Option Year;  From 1 March 2005 to 28 February  2006

Third Option Year;     From 1 March 2006 to 28 February 2007

Fourth Option Year;   From 1 March 2007 to 29 February 2008

A phase-in period shall precede full contract performance.  It is anticipated that the Contractor shall commence on-site phase-in operations by date specified in CLIN 0001.  If delay in contract award precludes commencement of phase-in by date specified in CLIN 0001, the parties will determine whether to shorten phase-in or extend the date for full contract performance and equitably adjust the contract if needed.  If the parties cannot agree, the Contracting Officer will render a final decision.

The Government will provide the contractor access to Government-furnished facilities during the phase-in period.  This access may be used for observation and performance of phase-in requirements.  The contractor shall provide the same access to a successor.

SECTION G Contract Administration Data 

G. 1                             CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION AND MANAGEMENT

Not withstanding the Contractor’s responsibility for total management during the performance of the contract, the administration of the contract will require maximum coordination between the Government and the contractor.  Contract Administration will be performed by the Directorate of Contracting, Fort Polk, Louisiana.  Communications pertaining to contractual matters will be addressed to the Fort Polk Contracting Officer.  The following individuals will be the Government points of contact during the performance period:

a.  Contracting Officer (CO).  The CO, Fort Polk, Louisiana is the only person authorized to direct changes in any of the requirements under this contract and notwithstanding any provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely with the Contracting Officer.  In the event the Contractor effects any such change at the direction of any person other than the Contracting Officer, the change will be considered to have been made without authority and solely at the risk of the Contractor.  The contractor shall ensure that all contractor personnel are knowledgeable and cognizant of this contract provision.


b.  Property Administrator.  A property administrator will be designated by letter of appointment from the Contracting Officer to administer the contract requirements and obligations relative to government furnished property.


c.  Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  COR(s) will be designated by letter of appointment from the Contracting Officer to review and evaluate contractor’s performance.  The contractor will be provided a copy of each letter of appointment citing COR authority and limits to such authority.  The COR is not authorized to make any commitments or changes that will affect price, quality, quantity, delivery, or another term or condition of the contract.


d.  Technical Monitor (TM).  Technical Monitors will be designated by letter from the CORs to monitor the contractor’s operation.  The COR will provide a copy of each letter of appointment to the contractor.

G. 2                                                                          BASE FEE


a.  The base fee specified in the Schedule will be paid by the Government to the contractor for performing this contract.


b.  After payment of  85 percent of the total annual base fee, the Contracting Officer may withhold further payment of fee until a reserve is set aside in an amount that the Contracting Officer considers necessary to protect the Government’s interest.  This reserve shall not exceed 15 percent of the total base fee or $100,000 whichever is less.


c.   Any sums determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of the contractor or subcontractors will be withheld from the base fee.  To the extent that base fee does not adequately cover such liabilities, the liabilities will be offset from otherwise reimbursable costs.

G. 3                                                          INVOICING AND PAYMENT

1.  INVOICING:

The Performing Activity shall submit an original and one copy of  each SF 1034, Public Vouchers for Purchases and Services Other than Personal, and supporting documentation to the Cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA).  Supporting documentation shall be in sufficient detail to fully analyze the cost for allowability.  The PA shall simultaneously forward three copies of the same material to the Contracting Officer or his designated representative in hard copy and on a floppy diskette in the form that can be read by EXCEL.  Supporting documentation shall include as a minimum the following information:  Contract Line Item Number (CLIN), Account Processing Code (APC), Army Management Structure (AMS), description, project code, total number of hours, straight time, overtime, Government Impact Overtime (GIOT), Contract Impact Overtime (CIOT), shift premium, total labor, payroll charges, material, Other Direct Cost (ODC), sub-contract, base for G & A, and total.  Individual currency fields shall show amounts to the penny, but the total field shall be rounded to the nearest dollar.  The billings shall use only APCs (Attachment F) which the Government has authorized the PA to use.  In addition to the actual bill, the accrued liabilities should be shown in the same format as the supporting documents.

a.  Labor - Supporting documentation shall include complete labor cost documentation.  The report shall list employees by PA department name, Account Processing Code (APC) charged,  employee name and number and reflect the timecards as to hours worked, vacation, pension, health insurance, life insurance, sick leave, workman’s compensation and payroll taxes, by element.

b.  Materials and Equipment/Other Direct Costs - The Contracting Officer will give advance notification of the requirement to submit supporting documentation for all requests for reimbursements of material and equipment, supply, other direct costs, etc., purchased by the PA for performance under the contract.  

c.  Cost-Reimbursement Subcontractors – Subcontractor supporting documentation shall include all documentation required as shown above.

b.  Fees – 

(1) The Base Fee will be paid to the PA in equal installments consistent with the billing and performance cycle.  There shall be no instance of PA requesting reimbursement from the Government for base fee that exceeds the value incorporated per the contract (Schedule B).

(2) The Award Fee will be determined and paid on a quarterly basis within 60 days after the end of the three-month period.  Payment will be made upon issuance of a unilateral change order setting forth the amount earned for the evaluation and submission of an invoice by the PA.

b.  The Government tracks cost associated with the contract through the use of Accounting

Processing Codes (APC).  An APC is a locally-developed four-position alphanumeric code used to identify transactions within the Government’s financial accounting system.  Numerous APCs are assigned to each of the areas of the contract.  A listing  of  APCs that the PA is authorized to use when billing the Government is provided at Attachment F.   This listing of APCs is updated before the start of each fiscal year (late August or early September) and each time the Government adds, deletes or changes an APC.  The listing shows the APC, funding program account, and a brief description of the charges meant to be incurred by the APC. Recommend the data provided in Attachment F, Billing APCs-Crossed Referenced to Sub clins be considered in the development of your cost proposal.

c.  Because the PA is allowed flexibility in assigning employees to different tasks, it is extremely important that the labor charges for the individual employee are assigned to the correct APC.  For example, the PA may have an employee work half of the time in the Directorate of Logistics area of the contract and half of the time in the Directorate of Public Works area of the contract.   When the Government is billed the employee’s labor, the charges must be reflected on the appropriate APCs so that the Government has an accurate picture of what is cost to operate such an area.  The same is true for an employee who works at different tasks within the same area of the contract.  For example, an employee works only in the Public Work area of the contract but spends half the time performing grounds maintenance and half of the time performing miscellaneous maintenance.  The correct APC must be charged so the Government has an accurate picture of how much each type of maintenance costs.

d.  The PA shall provide notification to the Contracting Officer whenever it has reason to believe the costs the PA expects to incur in a CLIN listed in Section B during the next 60 days, when added to all costs previously incurred on the CLIN, will exceed 75 percent of the estimated cost specified on the most recent contract modification. 

e.  The PA shall provide the Government with a Budget Variance analysis in a format consistent with the Contractor’s Estimate To Complete (ETC).  The variance analysis shall fully document the deviation to include the reason for the deviation.

f.  The PA shall provide the Government with an Estimate to Complete in accordance with CDRL FIN-2 

g.  The PA shall provide the Government with a Contract Funds Status Report in accordance with CDRL FIN –1.

G. 6                                  CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE INFORMATION

a.  Purpose.  IAW with FAR Subpart 42.1500 contractor past performance information is relevant information, for future source selection purposes, regarding a contractor’s actions under previously awarded contracts.   Contractor past performance information (PPI) is one of the tools which support Army efforts to acquire best value and is used to evaluate performance risk in source selection.  The feedback provided by the government to the contractor in collecting PPI, and the knowledge that PPI will be used in future source selection decisions, should result in improved performance and a greater contractor focus on customer satisfaction. 

b.  Assessment Period.  Performance Assessment Reports (PAR) shall be prepared IAW AFARS 42.1501-90 upon physical completion of the contract   If the period of performance will exceed 18 months, an “interim” assessment report shall be prepared at the completion of 12 months performance and annually thereafter until the contract is physically complete.  An out-of-cycle or “addendum report may be prepared if there is a need to record an extraordinary event prior to the next regularly scheduled evaluation or if it is necessary to report a meaningful occurrence during the period between physical completion of the contract and contract closeout.  Additionally, addendum reports may be prepared to record contractor’s performance relative to contract close-out and other administrative requirements (e.g. final indirect cost proposals, technical data, etc.).   


c.  Completion Due Date.  The government will complete the performance assessment report within 60 days after the end of the assessment rating period .  Annual performance assessments will be completed not later than October 31 of each year.


d.  Evaluators.  The performance assessment will be completed jointly by the Contracting Officer’s Representative and the Contracting Officer.


e.  Contracts Performance Elements.  The contractor’s performance shall be assessed in accordance with elements and rating system set forth in AFARS 42.1502-90.


f.  Contractor Review.  A copy of the PAR will be furnished to the contractor by the contracting officer with a cover letter requesting contractor submit comments, rebutting statements, or additional information to the Contracting Officer within 30 calendar days of receipt, and advising the contractor that failure to respond within the designated timeframe will be taken as agreement with the assessment.  


g.  Contract Concurrence:  Where a contractor concurs with, or takes no exception to a performance assessment report, such report shall be considered final and releasable for use in source selection and other deliberative purposes.


h.  Contractor Rebuttal:  Where a contractor takes exception to a performance report, the contracting officer will review the contractor’s rebuttal or comments and, as warranted, make appropriate changes.  When changes are made by the contracting officer, the narrative will be modified to reflect the changed rating.  The contracting officer will make all reasonable efforts to reconcile the report and the contractor’s comments.  However, it is not necessary they reach agreement on the report where such is clearly impracticable.  The contractor’s rebuttal or comments shall be made part of the PAR.  


i.  Resolving Disagreements Between the Government and the Contractor.  In the event disagreements between the parties regarding the PAR occur, he contracting officer will forward the report, to include the contractors rebuttal and documentation supporting the contracting officer’s position to a level above the contracting officer for review .  The reviewing official and resolution authority for the assessment is the Fort Polk Director of Contracting.   The reviewing official will document the PAR to include decision rationale.  The decision of the reviewing official is final.  Copies of the PAR, contractor’s response and review comments, if any, shall be retained as part of the evaluation.


j.  Release of Contractor Performance Evaluation Information.  The completed evaluation will not be released to other than government personnel and the contractor whose performance is being evaluated.  The performance evaluation information will be input into the Past Performance Information Management System (PPIMS)  which is a consolidated repository for all Army Past Performance Information.

k.  Source Selection Information.  Departments and agencies will share past performance information with other departments and agencies when requested to support future award decisions.  The information will be provided through interview and/or by sending the evaluation and comment document to the requesting source selection official.

b.  Performance Criteria:  The Government will use the following performance criteria as a basis for determining the amount of award fee.

                         (a)  Quality:  Compliance with contract specifications, applicable codes and use of the latest industry methods and procedures. The Government may provided recommendations on methods for performance improvement, however, acceptance or implementation of any such recommendations rests solely with the Contractor and shall not relieve the Contractor from the requirement of meeting any or all requirements of the contract.

The Contractor will be notified of any changes by the Contracting Officer prior to the start of a new evaluation period.

The Government reserves the right to require removal of any Contractor personnel from the job site who

The Government also reserves the right to require the Contractor to remove from the job site, any employee found to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or any other incapacitating agent or any employee involved in the theft of Government property. EMPLOYEE SECURITY CHECKS

a.   Performing Activity (PA) personnel or representatives shall be subject to security checks deemed necessary to assure their presence on the installation does not violate the security of the installation.  No employee shall be permitted on the installation when such check reveals the individual might be detrimental to the security of the installation. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN GOVERNMENT AND CONTRACTOR

a.  The services to be delivered under this contract are of a non-personal type.  No employer-employee or mast-servant relationship exists or will exist under the contract between the Government and the PA under this contract.  PA personnel are solely responsible to the PA, who in turn, shall be accountable to the Government. 

b.  The Government shall not exercise any control, supervision, or evaluation of contractor personnel.

c.   The services performed under this contract shall not require the PA or his employees to exercise personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather, the PA’ s employees shall act and exercise personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the PA. 

d.  The PA personnel shall not be considered employees of the Federal Government and shall not be eligible, by virtue of performance under this contract, for payment by the Government of entitlements and benefits afforded Federal employees.

e.  The entire consideration to the PA for performance of this contract is contained in the provisions for payment set forth in this contract.

TRAVEL AND PER DIEM COSTS FOR RELOCATION AND TRAINING

a.  The cost of relocation of PA employees and any other administrative travel incurred in the performance of this contract shall be limited to the rates specified in Volume II, Joint Travel Regulations, current at the time of travel.  If, after contract award, the FAR provisions applicable to travel are revised to eliminate the restriction of reimbursement to the JTR rates, subsequent travel costs incurred under this contract will be reimbursed based on the FAR revision. However, the contract value will not be adjusted upward/downward as a result of any subsequent revision to the FAR relative to a change in travel cost principles.

b.  All travel and per diem requirements in connection with work to be performed under this contract, and billed as a direct cost, shall be approved by the Contracting Officer, in writing, prior to the use of travel and per diem.  The PA shall submit requests for approval of travel and per diem at least ten (10) work days in advance of anticipated travel.

c.  Cost associated with relocation of contractor personnel shall be limited to that cost included in the PA’s Final Proposal Revision and as agreed to by the Contracting Officer.  The PA shall not include any relocation cost above that stated in his Final Proposal Revision without prior written approval of the Contracting Office.

H.8                                         ALTERNATE DISPUTES RESOLUTION

In furtherance of Federal policy and the Administrative Dispute resolution Act of 1990 (ADR Act), Public Law 101-552 and FAR Clause 52.233-1, Subparagraph (g), the Contracting Officer will try to resolve all post-award acquisition issues in controversy by mutual agreement of both parties.  Interested parties are encouraged to use alternative dispute resolution procedures to the maximum extent practicable, in accordance with the authority and requirements of the ADR Act.

H.9                                 ACCESS TO RECORDS, DATA AND FACILITIES

a.  The PA shall permit the Contracting Officer or his authorized representatives access at any reasonable time to data generated in contract performance.  This includes Government access to records data and facilities used by subcontractors.

b.  The PA shall provide copies of such records, files, reports, and data when directed by the Contracting Officer.  All records, files, reports and data deemed proprietary by the Contractor shall be clearly annotated reflecting classification.  Determinations by the PA regarding proprietary are not binding on the Government.

c.  The PA shall retain and make available to the Government all records, to include inspection reports, for four years after final payment.

PERMITS AND LICENSES

The Contractor shall obtain any necessary licenses and permits, giving all notices, and complying with any applicable Federal, State and municipal laws, codes, and regulations in connection with this contract.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the Government prior to obtaining such licenses or permits.

DELIVERABLES

a.  The Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) establishes the frequency and distribution requirements for the contract data deliverables.

b.  All work records and data produced and maintained by the Contractor for the performance of this contract (excluding Contractor personnel files) shall remain the property of the Government.  The Contractor shall not remove from Fort Polk any such files, records, or documents without prior written approval by the Contracting Officer.  Thirty (30) work days prior to the contract completion, or termination, the Contractor shall request disposition instructions from the Contracting Officer.

TRAINING AIDS AND DEVICES

Training aids and devices developed and fabricated under this contract shall be considered “Special works” within the meaning of Clause FAR 52.227-7020, Rights in Data – Special Works.

INSURANCE AGREEMENTS


Agreements between the Contractor and insurers to provide insurance hereunder, of any nature, shall not be considered subcontracts within the meaning of the FAR clause 52.244--21 entitled “Subcontracts (Cost-Reimbursement and letter contracts), Alternate I” (located in Section I).  Such agreements shall be subject to the FAR clause 52.216-7 entitled “Allowable Cost and Payment” (Section I).  Insurance payments shall be charged to the Government through direct expense allocation provided it is not in conflict with their disclosure statement.

H.18                                           ACCURACY OF WORKLOAD DATA

The workload data is an estimate of the amount of level of work to be accomplished.  It is provided for cost estimate purposes only and is subject to variations.  The workload displayed in this contract will fluctuate during the course of the contract year; such fluctuations do not necessarily represent a change to the contract or require any equitable adjustment of the contract. The contract Changes Clause will be used to effect significant changes in the scope of services. Project overhead, base fee, and award fee will not be automatically increased or decreased for negotiated changes in workload, but will be negotiated on the basis of the overall effect of the change on contract performance risk factors.

OPTION TO EXTEND SELECTED CONTRACT LINE ITEMS

a.  In addition to the right to exercise an option on the total contract in accordance with FAR clause 52.217-9, Option to Extend the term of the Contract in Section I, the Government reserves the right to exercise options on only selected Contract Line Items and/or subcontract line items (reference Section B).

b.  In the event the Government elects not to exercise options on one or more of the individual Contract line items and/or subcontract line items, the Contractor will receive such notification of the Government’s intent a minimum of 60 days before the expiration of the contract as a part of the Notice of Intent to Exercise Option required by FAR Clause 52.217-9 (Section I).

c.  Upon notification, the Contractor shall develop and provide a Contract Change Proposal (CCP) that reflects the associated reduced costs in Labor and Material, Project Management, other Direct Costs and Contractor Furnished Property for the Contract Line Item/Items.  The Contractor shall also include within the CCP the reasonable reduction in Base and Award Fee pools that represent the reduced level of effort.

SHORT TERM EXTENSIONS

a.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option under FAR 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services in Section I, by written notice to the Contractor within fifteen (15) days prior to contract expiration.

b.  Short term extensions from a minimum of one month up to a maximum of six months may be exercised under the clause “Extensions of Services/Line item Option.  These extensions may be used to extend contract beyond the 60 months contemplated in FAR 52.217-0009.  This clause also provides the Government the right to exercise options on a line item basis, however, such exercise will be cause for equitable adjustment in line items for project management, G&A, and fee.

CONTRACTOR FURNISHED PROPERTY

a.  Title to contractor furnished property depreciated over the life of the contract shall revert at the discretion of the Government to the Government provided the Government has exercised enough option years to cover the depreciation schedule and the acquisition cost of the property has been fully depreciated.  The Government also reserves the rights to reimburse the Contractor for the residual value (acquisition cost minus reimbursed depreciation) and take title to any contractor furnished property used in performance of work under this contract upon expiration or termination of the contract.

b.  The Contractor shall not acquire or furnish any contractor furnished property above and beyond that included in the Final Proposal Revision or subsequently included through a contract modification, without prior approval of the Contracting Officer.

c.  The Contractor shall not rebuild, refurbish, overhaul or perform any major maintenance actions on contractor furnished property without the prior approval of the Contracting 

Officer.

b.  The Contractor shall obtain any necessary licenses, permits, and training to comply with all applicable Federal, state, county, regional water board, regional air board, DoD, Army, FORSCOM, and JRTC & Fort Polk environmental, health, and safety statutes, regulations, and policies.  (Note: DPW may obtain the necessary permits at government expense but the contractor will still have the duty to identify when a permit is needed and coordinate with DPW to ensure it is obtained.)

c.  Cost of fines and penalties resulting from violations of, or failure of the contractor to comply with, Federal, state, county, regional water board, or regional air board statutes, regulations, or policies, will be paid by the contractor.  Said costs are not allowable against the contract unless said violation or failure is a direct implementation of specific written instructions from the contracting officer.

d.  If, as a result of contractor noncompliance with any applicable environmental, health, or safety requirement, the government incurs any cost (e.g., the expense of cleaning up a hazardous waste spill), the contractor shall indemnify the government.  Any reimbursement to the Government for these costs will not be an allowable cost under the contract.

e.  After coordination with the contracting officer, Army and/or JRTC & Fort Polk environmental, health, and safety personnel may inspect any facility or site occupied or operated by the contractor.  The government may conduct such inspections at any time without advance notification to the contractor.

f.  The contractor will incorporate paragraphs a through e above in any subcontracts.

CONTRACT TERMINATION/COMPLETION

Upon notification of contract completion or termination, the Contractor shall prepare the required documentation for transfer of Government-furnished property in quantities received at start of contract, adjusted for turn-ins, and new receipts.  Property shall be in a serviceable condition less fair wear and tear.

SUBCONTRACT SELECTED FOR SPECIAL SURVEILLANCE

The PA shall obtain the contracting Officer’s written consent before placing any subcontract that:

a. exceeds the greater of the Simplified Acquisition Procedures (SAP) threshold of $100,000; or

b. five percent (5%) of the total estimated cost of this contract (Note Section I, Clause 52.244-2 Alt 1); or

any subcontract other than a Firm-Fixed Price, regardless of value.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL TREATMENT

Emergency medical treatment will be provided by the Bayne-Jones Army Community Hospital in order to prevent undue suffering or loss of  life.  Emergencies will be treated only during the period of emergency and appropriate action will be taken to discharge or transfer such patients as soon as the emergency period ends. VEHICLE REGISTRATION, LICENSING, AND OPERATION

PA vehicles and privately owned vehicles of the PA personnel operated on Fort Polk shall be registered with the Installation Provost Marshal located within the Provost Marshal Office at 1668 22nd Street, building 2396.  Vehicles which will be used on Fort Polk for less than 30 days will receive temporary registration.  Vehicles shall have a valid state inspection sticker and personnel shall submit vehicle registration, proof of insurance, and a valid driver’s license at the time of registration. CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT 

52.223-10 -- Waste Reduction Program (Aug 2000)

 (a) Definitions. As used in this clause-

"Recycling" means the series of activities, including collection, separation, and processing, by which products or other materials are recovered from the solid waste stream for use in the form of raw materials in the manufacture of products other than fuel for producing heat or power by combustion.

"Waste prevention" means any change in the design, manufacturing, purchase, or use of materials or products (including packaging) to reduce their amount or toxicity before they are discarded. Waste prevention also refers to the reuse of products or materials.

"Waste reduction" means preventing or decreasing the amount of waste being generated through waste prevention, recycling, or purchasing recycled and environmentally preferable products.

(b) Consistent with the requirements of Section 701 of Executive Order 13101, the Contractor shall establish a program to promote cost-effective waste reduction in all operations and facilities covered by this contract. The Contractor's programs shall comply with applicable Federal, State, and local requirements, specifically including Section 6002 of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (42 U.S.C. 6962, et seq.) and implementing regulations (40 CFR part 247).

(End of Clause)

52.207-3    RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL OF EMPLOYMENT (NOV 1991)

(a) The Contractor shall give Government employees who have been or will be adversely affected or separated as a result of award of this contract the right of first refusal for employment openings under the contract in positions for which they are qualified, if that employment is consistent with post-Government employment conflict of interest standards.

(b) Within 90 days after contract award, the Contracting Officer will provide to the Contractor a list of all Government employees who have been or will be adversely affected or separated as a result of award of this contract.

(c) The Contractor shall report to the Contracting Officer the names of individuals identified on the list who are hired within 90 days after contract performance begins.  This report shall be forwarded within 120 days after contract performance begins. 

52.215-19      NOTIFICATION OF OWNERSHIP CHANGES (OCT 1997)

(a) The Contractor shall make the following notifications in writing:

(1) When the Contractor becomes aware that a change in its ownership has occurred, or is certain to occur, that could result in changes in the valuation of its capitalized assets in the accounting records, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) within 30 days.

(2) The Contractor shall also notify the ACO within 30 days whenever changes to asset valuations or any other cost changes have occurred or are certain to occur as a result of a change in ownership.

(b) The Contractor shall--

(1) Maintain current, accurate, and complete inventory records of assets and their costs;

(2) Provide the ACO or designated representative ready access to the records upon request;

(3) Ensure that all individual and grouped assets, their capitalized values, accumulated depreciation or amortization, and remaining useful lives are identified accurately before and after each of the Contractor's ownership changes; and

(4) Retain and continue to maintain depreciation and amortization schedules based on the asset records maintained before each Contractor ownership change.

The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause in all subcontracts under this contract that meet the applicability requirement of FAR 15.408(k).

52.215-21      REQUIREMENTS FOR COST OR PRICING DATA OR INFORMATION OTHER THAN COST OR PRICING DATA--MODIFICATIONS (OCT 1997)—ALTERNATE IV (OCT 1997)

(a) Submission of cost or pricing data is not required.

(b) Provide information described below: 

Format for information required will be provided by the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) at the time contract is modified.

52.217-8     OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in contract.  These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor.  The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 30 days.

(End of clause)

52.217-9     OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 30days; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60  days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension. 

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause. 

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 60 months. 

(End of clause) 

52.222-2      PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (JUL 1990)

(a) The use of overtime is authorized under this contract if the overtime premium cost does not exceed the amount negotiated pursuant to Section L, Paragraph L.8 Volume V, of the offeror's Cost Proposal  or the overtime premium is paid for work --

(1) Necessary to cope with emergencies such as those resulting from accidents, natural disasters, breakdowns of production equipment, or occasional production bottlenecks of a sporadic nature;

(2) By indirect-labor employees such as those performing duties in connection with administration, protection, transportation, maintenance, standby plant protection, operation of utilities, or accounting;

(3) To perform tests, industrial processes, laboratory procedures, loading or unloading of transportation conveyances, and operations in flight or afloat that are continuous in nature and cannot reasonably be interrupted or completed otherwise; or

(4) That will result in lower overall costs to the Government.

(b) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall--

(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

(End of clause)

52.222-42      STATEMENT OF EQUIVALENT RATES FOR FEDERAL HIRES (MAY 1989)

In compliance with the Service Contract Act of 1965, as amended, and the regulations of the Secretary of Labor (29 CFR Part 4), this clause identifies the classes of service employees expected to be employed under the contract and states the wages and fringe benefits payable to each if they were employed by the contracting agency subject to the provisions of 5 U.S.C. 5341 or 5332.

(a) Definitions.  As used this clause--

"Commercial item",  has the meaning contained in the clause at 52.202-1, Definitions. 

"Subcontract",  includes a transfer of commercial items between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor or subcontractor at any tier. 

(b) To the maximum extent practicable, the Contractor shall incorporate, and require its subcontractors at all tiers to incorporate, commercial items or nondevelopmental items as components of items to be supplied under this contract. 

(c)(1) The following clauses shall be flowed down to subcontracts for commercial items:

(i) 52.219-8, Utilization of Small Business Concerns (OCT 2000) (15 U.S.C. 637(d)(2) and (3)), in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting opportunities. If the subcontract (except subcontracts to small business concerns) exceeds $500,000 ($1,000,000 for construction of any public facility), the subcontractor must include 52.219-8 in lower tier subcontracts that offer subcontracting opportunities.

(ii) 52.222-26, Equal Opportunity (FEB 1999) (E.O. 11246).

(iii) 52.222-35, Affirmative Action for Disabled Veterans and Veterans of the Vietnam Era (APR 1998) (38 U.S.C. 4212(a)).

(iv) 52.222-36, Affirmative Action for Workers with Disabilities (JUN 1998) (29 U.S.C. 793).

(v) 52.247-64, Preference for Privately Owned U.S.-Flagged Commercial Vessels (JUN 2000) (46 U.S.C. Appx 1241) (flowdown not required for subcontracts awarded beginning May 1, 1996).

(2) While not required, the Contractor may flow down to subcontracts for commercial items a minimal number of additional clauses necessary to satisfy its contractual obligations.

(d) The Contractor shall include the terms of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in subcontracts awarded under this contract. 

52.245-5     GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (COST-REIMBURSEMENT, TIME-AND-MATERIAL, OR LABOR-HOUR CONTRACTS) (JAN 1986) (DEVIATION)

(a) Government-furnished property. 

(1) The term "Contractor's managerial personnel," as used in paragraph (g) of this clause, means any of the Contractor's directors, officers, managers, superintendents, or equivalent representatives who have supervision or direction of--

(i) All or substantially all of the Contractor's business;

(ii) All or substantially all of the Contractor's operation at any one plant, or separate location at which the contract is being performed; or 

(iii) A separate and complete major industrial operation connected with performing this contract.

(2) The Government shall deliver to the Contractor, for use in connection with and under the terms of this contract, the Government-furnished property described in the Schedule or specifications, together with such related data and information as the Contractor may request and as may be reasonably required for the intended use of the property (hereinafter referred to as "Government-furnished property"). 

(3) The delivery or performance dates for this contract are based upon the expectation that Government-furnished property suitable for use will be delivered to the Contractor at the times stated in the Schedule or, if not so stated, in sufficient time to enable the Contractor to meet the contract's delivery or performance dates.

(4) If Government-furnished property is received by the Contractor in a condition not suitable for the intended use, the Contractor shall, upon receipt, notify the Contracting Officer, detailing the facts, and, as directed by the Contracting Officer and at Government expense, either effect repairs or modification or return or otherwise dispose of the property. After completing the directed action and upon written request of the Contractor, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment as provided in paragraph (h) of this clause.

(5) If Government-furnished property is not delivered to the Contractor by the required time or times, the Contracting Officer shall, upon the Contractor's timely written request, make a determination of the delay, if any, caused the Contractor and shall make an equitable adjustment in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause.

(b) Changes in Government-furnished property. 

(1) The Contracting Officer may, by written notice, 

(i) decrease the Government-furnished property provided or to be provided under this contract or 

(ii) substitute other Government-furnished property for the property to be provided by the Government or to be acquired by the Contractor for the Government under this contract. The Contractor shall promptly take such action as the Contracting Officer may direct regarding the removal, shipment, or disposal of the property covered by this notice.

(2) Upon the Contractor's written request, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment to the contract in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause, if the Government has agreed in the Schedule to make such property available for performing this contract and there is any--

(i) Decrease or substitution in this property pursuant to subparagraph (b)(1) above; or 

(ii) Withdrawal of authority to use property, if provided under any other contract or lease. 

(c) Title. (1) The Government shall retain title to all Government-furnished property. 

(2) Title to all property purchased by the Contractor for which the Contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract shall pass to and vest in the Government upon the vendor's delivery of such property.

(3) Title to all other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the Contractor, shall pass to and vest in the Government upon--

(i) Issuance of the property for use in contract performance;

(ii) Commencement of processing of the property for use in contract performance; or 

(iii) Reimbursement of the cost of the property by the Government, whichever occurs first. 

(4) All Government-furnished property and all property acquired by the Contractor, title to which vests in the Government under this paragraph (collectively referred to as "Government property"), are subject to the provisions of this clause. Title to Government property shall not be affected by its incorporation into or attachment to any property not owned by the Government, nor shall Government property become a fixture or lose its identity as personal property by being attached to any real property.

(d) Use of Government property. The Government property shall be used only for performing this contract, unless otherwise provided in this contract or approved by the Contracting Officer.

(e) Property administration. 

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible and accountable for all Government property provided under the contract and shall comply with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart 45.5, as in effect on the date of this contract.

(2) The Contractor shall establish and maintain a program for the use, maintenance, repair, protection, and preservation of Government property in accordance with sound business practice and the applicable provisions of FAR Subpart 45.5.

(3) If damage occurs to Government property, the risk of which has been assumed by the Government under this contract, the Government shall replace the items or the Contractor shall make such repairs as the Government directs. However, if the Contractor cannot effect such repairs within the time required, the Contractor shall dispose of the property as directed by the Contracting Officer. When any property for which the Government is responsible is replaced or repaired, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause.

(f) Access. The Government and all its designees shall have access at all reasonable times to the premises in which any Government property is located for the purpose of inspecting the Government property.

(g) Limited risk of loss. 

(1) The Contractor shall not be liable for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property provided under this contract or for expenses incidental to such loss, destruction, or damage, except as provided in subparagraphs (2) and (3) below.

(2) The Contractor shall be responsible for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property provided under this contract (including expenses incidental to such loss, destruction, or damage)--

(i) That results from a risk expressly required to be insured under this contract, but only to the extent of the insurance required to be purchased and maintained or to the extent of insurance actually purchased and maintained, whichever is greater;

(ii) That results from a risk that is in fact covered by insurance or for which the Contractor is otherwise reimbursed, but only to the extent of such insurance or reimbursement; 

(iii) For which the Contractor is otherwise responsible under the express terms of this contract;

(iv) That results from willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel; or

(v) That results from a failure on the part of the Contractor, due to willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel, to establish and administer a program or system for the control, use, protection, preservation, maintenance, and repair of Government property as required by paragraph (e) of this clause.

(3)(i) If the Contractor fails to act as provided by subdivision (g)(2)(v) above, after being notified (by certified mail addressed to one of the Contractor's managerial personnel) of the Government's disapproval, withdrawal of approval, or nonacceptance of the system or program, it shall be conclusively presumed that such failure was due to willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel.

(ii) In such event, any loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property shall be presumed to have resulted from such failure unless the Contractor can establish by clear and convincing evidence that such loss, destruction, or damage--

(A) Did not result from the Contractor's failure to maintain an approved program or system; or 

(B) Occurred while an approved program or system was maintained by the Contractor.

(4) If the Contractor transfers Government property to the possession and control of a subcontractor, the transfer shall not affect the liability of the Contractor for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the property as set forth above. However, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor to assume the risk of, and be responsible for, any loss or destruction of, or damage to, the property while in the subcontractor's possession or control, except to the extent that the subcontract, with the advance approval of the Contracting Officer, relieves the subcontractor from such liability. In the absence of such approval, the subcontract shall contain appropriate provisions requiring the return of all Government property in as good condition as when received, except for reasonable wear and tear or for its use in accordance with the provisions of the prime contract.

(5) The contractor shall notify the contracting officer u]pon loss or destruction of, or damage to, government property provided under this contract, with the exception of low value property for which loss, damage, or destruction is reported at contract termination, completion, or when needed for continued contract performance. The Contractor shall take all reasonable action to protect the Government property from further damage, separate the damaged and undamaged Government property, put all the affected Government property in the best possible order, and furnish to the Contracting Officer a statement of--

(6) The lost, destroyed, or damaged Government property;

(ii) The time and origin of the loss, destruction, or damage; 

(iii) All known interests in commingled property of which the Government property is a part; and

(iv) The insurance, if any, covering any part of or interest in such commingled property.

(6) The Contractor shall repair, renovate, and take such other action with respect to damaged Government property as the Contracting Officer directs. If the Government property is destroyed or damaged beyond practical repair, or is damaged and so commingled or combined with property of others (including the Contractor's) that separation is impractical, the Contractor may, with the approval of and subject to any conditions imposed by the Contracting Officer, sell such property for the account of the Government. Such sales may be made in order to minimize the loss to the Government, to permit the resumption of business, or to accomplish a similar purpose. The Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in the contract price for the expenditures made in performing the obligations under this subparagraph (g)(6) in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. However, the Government may directly reimburse the loss and salvage organization for any of their charges. The Contracting Officer shall give due regard to the Contractor's liability under this paragraph (g) when making any such equitable adjustment.

(7) The Contractor shall not be reimbursed for, and shall not include as an item of overhead, the cost of insurance or of any reserve covering risk of loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, except to the extent that the Government may have expressly required the Contractor to carry such insurance under another provision of this contract.

(8) In the event the Contractor is reimbursed or otherwise compensated for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, the Contractor shall use the proceeds to repair, renovate, or replace the lost, destroyed, or damaged Government property or shall otherwise credit the proceeds to, or equitably reimburse, the Government, as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(9) The Contractor shall do nothing to prejudice the Government's rights to recover against third parties for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property. Upon the request of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall, at the Government's expense, furnish to the Government all reasonable assistance and cooperation (including the prosecution of suit and the execution of instruments of assignment in favor of the Government) in obtaining recovery. In addition, where a subcontractor has not been relieved from liability for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, the Contractor shall enforce for the benefit of the Government the liability of the subcontractor for such loss, destruction, or damage.

(h) Equitable adjustment. When this clause specifies an equitable adjustment, it shall be made to any affected contract provision in accordance with the procedures of the Changes clause. When appropriate, the Contracting Officer may initiate an equitable adjustment in favor of the Government. The right to an equitable adjustment shall be the Contractor's exclusive remedy. The Government shall not be liable to suit for breach of contract for--

(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-furnished property; 

(2) Delivery of Government-furnished property in a condition not suitable for its intended use; 

(3) A decrease in or substitution of Government-furnished property; or 

(4) Failure to repair or replace Government property for which the Government is responsible.

(i) Final accounting and disposition of Government property. Upon completing this contract, or at such earlier dates as may be fixed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall submit, in a form acceptable to the Contracting Officer, inventory schedules covering all items of Government property not consumed in performing this contract or delivered to the Government. The Contractor shall prepare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. origin, or dispose of the Government property as may be directed or authorized by the Contracting Officer. The net proceeds of any such disposal shall be credited to the cost of the work covered by this contract or paid to the Government as directed by the Contracting Officer. The foregoing provisions shall apply to scrap from Government property; provided, however, that the Contracting Officer may authorize or direct the Contractor to omit from such inventory schedules any scrap consisting of faulty castings or forgings or of cutting and processing waste, such as chips, cuttings, borings, turnings, short ends, circles, trimmings, clippings, and remnants, and to dispose of such scrap in accordance with the Contractor's normal practice and account for it as a part of general overhead or other reimbursable costs in accordance with the Contractor's established accounting procedures. 

(j) Abandonment and restoration of Contractor premises. Unless otherwise provided herein, the Government--

(1) May abandon any Government property in place, at which time all obligations of the Government regarding such abandoned property shall cease; and 

(2) Has no obligation to restore or rehabilitate the Contractor's premises under any circumstances (e.g., abandonment, disposition upon completion of need, or contract completion). However, if the Government-furnished property (listed in the Schedule or specifications) is withdrawn or is unsuitable for the intended use, or if other Government property is substituted, then the equitable adjustment under paragraph (h) of this clause may properly include restoration or rehabilitation costs. 

(k) Communications. All communications under this clause shall be in writing. 

(l) Overseas contracts. If this contract is to be performed outside the United States of America, its territories, or possessions, the words "Government" and "Government-furnished" (wherever they appear in this clause) shall be construed as "United States Government" and "United States Government-furnished," respectively.

252.205-7000     PROVISION OF INFORMATION TO COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT HOLDERS (DEC 1991)

(a) Definition.

"Cooperative agreement holder" means a State or local government; a private, nonprofit organization; a tribal organization (as defined in section 4(c) of the Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act (Pub. L. 93-268; 25 U.S.C.  450 (c))); or an economic enterprise (as defined in section 3(e) of the Indian Financing Act of 1974 (Pub. L. 93-362; 25 U.S.C. 1452(e))) whether such economic enterprise is organized for profit or nonprofit purposes; which has an agreement with the Defense Logistics Agency to furnish procurement technical assistance to business entities.

(b) The Contractor shall provide cooperative agreement holders, upon their request, with a list of those appropriate employees or offices responsible for entering into subcontracts under defense contracts.  The list shall include the business address, telephone number, and area of responsibility of each employee or office.

(c) The Contractor need not provide the listing to a particular cooperative agreement holder more frequently than once a year.

              c.  Each volume of the proposal shall be contained in a three-ring loose-leaf binder, and provided in the number of copies as shown above.  Subfactor sections of the binder shall be tabbed for ease of identification. Offerors shall attach a binder cover sheet to the outer cover of each volume identifying volume number, name, and copy number (i.e., Volume II, Technical Proposal, Copy 2 of 10); Request for Proposal Number; Date of Submission; and Offeror’s Name.  This information shall also be placed on the edge of the binder where it can be seen when placed in a vertical position in a storage cabinet.  Use tab indexing to identify all sections within a particular proposal volume.  Do not include writing on the tab index page other than that required to identify the particular section.


d.  The offeror’s written proposal shall be prepared on standard 8.5 x 11 inch paper in portrait orientation (charts may be landscaped). All pages of each proposal shall be appropriately numbered and identified with the solicitation number.  For ease of reference each offeror shall use a page numbering system.  Consecutive page numbering with tabs is preferred (i.e., Page 4-5 identifies Tab 4, Page 5).  In addition, for document control purposes, all proposal amendments provided after the initial proposal shall be submitted as page changes with each page identified by amendment number and date as well as by page number. Proposal pages shall be printed on one side, and punched with a 3-hole punch along the left margin.  Each page shall have a one-inch margin at the top, the bottom, and on each side. Process includes “how the work gets done” in each functional area including “Process maps” in sufficient detail to demonstrate an adequate understanding of major processes and sub-processes of the work from start to finish.  

                 (ii)  Offeror will provide diagrams or narratives of the relationship of processes to resources (personnel, equipment/facilities, and supplies/materials) and organization.  The offeror shall explain their technical approach, demonstrating how each functional area task will be accomplished.  Items to consider shall include, but not be limited to, technical procedures, processes, control methods, and new or innovative approaches. 

                 (iii)  Security.  Describe and discuss, in detail, proposed policies and procedures to be followed in establishing and maintaining an effective security program.  Discussion shall include, at a minimum: protection of government facilities; registration of vehicles; and identification of security risks among employees, to include subcontractor personnel, and any plans for reducing potential security risk to the Government.

                 (iv)  Safety and Accident Prevention. Discuss plans and procedures for the implementation of, and compliance with, a safety program for all levels of operations required by the PWS.  Include in this discussion, plans and procedures for an accident prevention program and fire prevention program.

                 (v)  Procurement System.  Describe proposed system for acquiring parts, materials and supplies which will be purchased to satisfy contract requirements.  Detail the procedures the offeror will use to obtain competition to establish a fair and reasonable price to the Government and describe the controls employed to assure timeliness, quality, and accountability of all procurement efforts.  Provide information on how the inventory will be managed (i.e., stock levels established, reorder points, and stockage of new items).

        (2) MANAGEMENT APPROACH  (Personnel, Administration) – (Oral)  Offeror shall provide an overview of their management approach that addresses management philosophy, general management principles and applications that include overall administration of the work performed, the interaction between and among the contractor’s organization elements and personnel (balance of control, autonomy, and empowerment), administration of the contract and any subcontracts, and internal personnel management including issues such as pay, benefits, and employee relations to be employed to accomplish the technical requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  Offeror may provide any supporting material i.e. matrix, charts, or other graphics determined necessary for the Government to fully understand the offerors methods for cross-utilization of personnel and methods for proposed cross-utilization of equipment between functional areas.  Offerors are advised that unsubstantiated and unsupported claims of cross-utilization of personnel should be avoided (e.g. claims that one apparently understaffed functional area will be supported by cross-utilization of personnel from another apparently understaffed function.

(i)  Explain the management techniques or procedures to be utilized to accomplish the basic functions of planning, organizing, and controlling each function depicted in the organizational structure, to include the proposed interface between functional areas for project management and administration.  The offeror shall describe the proposed use of subcontractors in performing services, subcontract management, autonomy, and the offeror's oversight process.  The types of controls the contractor will use to ensure timely and quality work by any subcontractors, the extent of any such subcontracting and how much subcontract work will be obtained, coordinated, and controlled.  
(ii)  Describe management/employee relations programs.  Discuss details regarding plans for identifying, recruiting and retaining qualified personnel indicated on proposed organizational charts.  Discuss the firm's policies and procedures relating to personnel training and education, personnel benefits such as profit sharing, employee incentives, stock options, or retirement plans; special personnel programs such as Equal Employment Opportunity, employee assistance programs (i.e. Drug and Alcohol Abuse), team building programs; and vacation, sick, bereavement, and other leave policies.  

(iii)  Management Autonomy.  Offeror shall explain in detail the authority that will be granted to the Project Manager enabling him to act independently and make decisions at the project level.  Indicate type and extent of support to be provided by corporate activities to satisfy the proposal.  In addition, identify and describe plans, if any, for additional support equipment/systems (i.e. inventory control systems).

(iv)  Provide a list of  "Key" positions and a statement of qualifications for each key position.  Examples of key positions are project manager, quality control manager, and managers of major organizational elements responsible for functional processes (work to be performed) under the contract.


(v)  Strategic business planning determines the right things for an organization to do to satisfy customer expectations and includes a methodology to measure results (metrics).  The contractor's strategic business plan will identify the contractor's vision and mission, establish goals, provide critical success factors to meet the contractor's stated goals, and provide a methodology for assessment/adjustment based on progress towards those goals by using the proposed measurement methods.


(vi)  Discuss in detail, proposed financial accounting systems which at a minimum will be used to ensure control, accountability, and reporting of financial information required by the solicitation, including estimated costs and cost to complete.

        (3)  QUALITY CONTROL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (Inspection, Deficiency Prevention, Documentation) – (Oral)

(i)  The offeror shall describe the concepts and principles governing a complete and comprehensive quality control management system, which supports performance of the contract.  The discussion of the quality control management system must be practical, straightforward, specific, concise, and complete.


(ii)  Inspection techniques and process control methods shall be tailored to each major functional area in the solicitation to provide an effective measure of contract performance.  It should be simple, practical, and consistent with quality concepts.    The inspection techniques and process control methods shall encompass management as well as technical performance.

(iii)  The offeror shall identify their procedures for identifying and controlling deficiencies.  Include the methods the offeror proposes to pinpoint problems or deficiencies in performance of the functions of the solicitation and provide for corrective action which includes fixes and management actions required to prevent their recurrence (includes both Government and Contractor-identified).  Describe short-term and long-term process improvements; and describe reports and records of corrective action.


(iv)  The offeror shall describe those formal and informal systems and methods by which the quality control system deals with technical performance and management.  Describe the interface to include Government/Contractor communications processes, which include formal meetings, briefings, and informal lower level methods proposed to promote exchange of relevant information.


(v)  Discuss in detail the offeror's methodology to identify and measure levels of performance against contract standards.  Describe the different documentation and reports, to include essential internal documentation/reports gathered to support the quality control system.  Address the method in which the government will gain access to all contractor documentation, reports, and files pertaining to the offeror's quality control system.

     (b)  TECHNICAL – WRITTEN PROPOSAL (Limited to 100 one sided pages, formatted as described in L.7) All TABs, Table of Contents, Matrices and Charts are excluded from the 100 page limitation:

           (1)  RESOURCES – ORGANIZATION/STAFFING/EQUIPMENT – (Written Proposal)

       The resources section will quantify how the contractor’s application of personnel, equipment/facilities, supplies/materials, and other resources will accomplish the work required under the contract in a responsive, efficient, and effective manner, whether by the prime or any subcontractors.  The offeror shall provide the following to illustrate the proposed application of resources for each major functional area as identified in Section B:

(i)  Organization – Organization will explain how each functional area identified in Section B Clins is designed and structured, and describe the formal pattern of activities and interrelationships among the various parts of the organization.  Offeror will provide an organizational line and block chart from top-level management to and including first line supervisors.  Show chain of command and coordinating lines for each of the functional areas.  The offeror shall provide a man-hour matrix for first line supervisors and subordinate employees for each functional area.  The matrix shall depict the skill level, skill type, and category (e.g. permanent, temporary, full-time intermittent, etc.) of employment for each functional area, inclusive of sub-functions.  When subcontract effort is proposed, estimated man-hour utilization shall be included.  Offeror will provide a breakdown of the resources (personnel, equipment/facilities, and supplies/materials) assigned to each organizational component on the chart, including proposed cross-utilization between or among organizational components to demonstrate an understanding of the distribution of personnel, equipment, and materials required to perform the work.

(ii) Staffing - Based on the matrix provided, the offeror shall ensure that the staffing plan is priced and cross-indexed correctly to the Cost Proposal.  Offeror must provide a crosswalk between the technical and cost proposal that clearly identifies the relationship between the staffing proposed in the technical proposal and the resources allocated for said staffing shown in the cost proposal.  No specific cost or salary information shall be included in the Technical Proposal.  The offeror shall demonstrate the effective use of personnel (i.e., control of nonproductive time, appropriate match of skill type and level to task, supervision, and number of personnel or man-hours, including any proposed use of overtime).  The offeror's proposal shall indicate the complete job description for Key and Professional personnel.  For all other classes of employees proposed the offeror shall include the rationale as to how corresponding wages and benefits were developed.  The Offeror shall clearly delineate which employees are considered subject to the Service Contract Act, Davis Bacon Act (i.e. hourly wages), and which are considered in other categories (i.e. salaried employees, non-wage determination covered, etc).  Offeror shall provide basis or methodology for determining adequate numbers for staffing, productive hours, effective use, and adequate supervision of personnel that will include the assumptions and workload factors on which the proposed staffing is based.  

(iii)  Positions Not Covered by Department of Labor Wage Determination - The offeror shall include a staffing, recruiting, and compensation plan which identifies: the job title, job descriptions, and number of associated employees for all positions not covered by the Department of Labor Wage Determination.  Complete job descriptions are required for key and professional personnel.  For all other classes of employees proposed, the offeror shall include only a general job description that addresses primary or major duties.  The offeror shall address the minimum skills, knowledge, and experience required for each position (i.e., minimum qualification standards); and the methodology to be used for establishing reasonable compensation levels.

(iv)  Management Staff - Offerors shall address their criteria for key management and professional personnel (i.e. Project Manager, Quality Control Chief, Financial Manager, Contracts Manager, and Functional Chiefs), demonstrating the minimum qualifications for leadership; education, and experience commensurate with the position proposed and considered essential for this contract.  The extent of the Project Manager's authority and autonomy shall be clearly delineated.    11.  List of Major Subcontractors


b.  The Offeror may provide any narrative or supporting material limited to one, one sided page per contract/subcontract reference (e.g. Matrix, charts, or other graphics, etc.) deemed necessary for the Government to fully understand the offeror’s past performance.  The past performance proposal shall provide information on contracts on which the offeror, or any proposed subcontractor has performed, or is performing, as a prime contractor or subcontractor.  Offerors may selectively provide information on contracts that provide the best evidence of technical and managerial experience in the performance of functions in Section C. 

              c.  The offeror may provide information regarding any problems encountered on the contracts and subcontracts identified above and corrective action taken to resolve those problems.  Offerors should not provide general information regarding their performance of the identified contracts.  General performance information will be obtained from the references. 


d.  The offeror may describe any quality awards or certifications that indicate the offeror possesses a high-quality process for developing and producing the product or service required.  Such awards or certifications include, for example, the Malcolm Baldridge Quality Award, other government quality awards, and private sector awards or certifications.  Identify what segment of the company (one division or the entire company) that received the award or certification.  Describe when the award or certification was bestowed.  If the award or certification is over three years old, present evidence that the qualifications still apply.


              e.  The offerors past performance proposal shall address the following elements:

                   (1) RELEVANT EXPERIENCE(Similar Past Performance): Address any applicable performance of services, from contracts performed or completed within the last three years (see M.5, b (1), which are consistent with the scope and complexity of the functions in the solicitation as well as technical experience in the performance of services similar in size, type, and complexity required by this solicitation

                         (a) Quality of Product/Service:   The offeror shall describe conformance with contract requirements, specifications, contract clauses pertaining to technical requirements, and standards of good workmanship. VOLUME  IV:  SUBCONTRACTING PROPOSAL – Written Proposal.  

The offeror’s proposal shall include a complete subcontracting plan that meets the requirements of FAR Part 19.704 and DFARS Part 219.704, and provide a detailed narrative addressing to what extent subcontracting shall be used to satisfy the requirements of the solicitation.  The offeror shall separately address subcontracting with small business, small disadvantaged business, hubzone and woman-owned business concerns, identifying specific goals for each category.  The Government’s goal is to ensure  the offeror’s total planned percentages and dollar goals  available for subcontracting to Small, Small Disadvantaged, HubZone, Women Owned Business, Veteran-owned Small Business, and Service-disabled veteran-owned Small Business, are realistic, challenging, achievable and positive.  Offerors shall address, in detail, how they intend to meet or exceed proposed goals, and to what extent they already have existing or preliminary commitments.  The proposed subcontracting support will identify all major functional areas described in the PWS, and will include a crosswalk to the cost proposal that easily identifies the total planned subcontracting percentage and dollars that will meet the offeror’s proposed goals.  Offeror shall address methods used to expand the use of small, small disadvantaged, hubzone, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, and women owned small business concerns in subcontracting.  Include subcontract management and performance.

VOLUME V: COST PROPOSAL – Written Proposal


a.  Narrative & Spreadsheets:    The offeror’s cost proposal shall provide a complete and trackable description of all costs proposed for the performance of all work.              c.  Financial Information: The latest available complete financial statements for the most recent fiscal year and a detailed statement of any financial aid now in existence shall be included as part of the Cost Proposal. 

             d.  Direct Labor: The offeror shall list every labor classification required to accomplish the tasks, the quantities of each classification required, the labor rate, any overtime hours required, and the overtime rate.  The offeror shall identify their net productive hour calculation.  If it is the offeror’s standard accounting practice to allocate any payroll costs, a detailed explanation is required.  

                  (1)  Escalation of wages for employees not covered by a Department of Labor wage determination or a Collective Bargaining Agreement. The amount provided on the Bid Schedule Line Items for Equipment and Material Costs shall be assumed by the contractor to be the amount required for performance of contract requirements.  Any additional supply and material costs required by the offeror shall be separately identified and charged to the appropriate CLIN.

              h.  Other Direct Costs.  Estimate all other direct costs for performance of contract requirements; (i.e. uniforms, travel, training, equipment repair, etc.)  Rationale for each proposed other direct cost is required.

              i.  Subcontracts.  List all proposed/anticipated subcontracts and their associated costs.

              j.  Additional Information: The cost proposal shall include:

                  (1)  Separate spreadsheets demonstrating the pools used, calculations for overhead rates, and G&A rates, for each performance period.

                  (2)  Separate spreadsheets setting forth cost estimates for direct equipment and direct materials.  Purchase orders, quotes, catalog items basis of estimates, or prior history with escalation shall be provided to validate estimates.

                  (3)  Manloading charts:  A staffing chart listing all positions by title, category of employment (full or part time), functional area where position will be located, number of positions per category, cross reference to area where job sharing may take place and percentage for each area, crosswalk to cost proposal that clearly identifies where resources are allocated, and identify if position is subject to Service Contract Act and/or Davis Bacon Act classifications.

         PROCEDURE FOR ORAL PRESENTATIONS


a. The Oral presentation will be scheduled as soon as practicable after receipt of offers.  The Army Atlanta Contracting Center, Fort McPherson,. GA will notify offerors a minimum of seven (7) calendar days in advance of the date and time scheduled for presentation of Oral Technical Proposals.  Offerors that fail to show for their scheduled presentation with the exception of those delayed by an act of God and airport closures, shall be given zero for the presentation.  Others delayed by exceptions will be rescheduled.  Total presentation time shall be no longer than three (3) hours.


       b. The oral presentation shall not constitute discussions as the Government reserves the right to award without discussions.

              c. The Government will not inform an offeror of their strengths, deficiencies, or weaknesses during the presentation and will not engage in discussions during the presentation.

              d. The oral presentation shall not encompass price, cost or fee.

              e. Offerors Presentation Team.  Only members of the offeror’s or proposed subcontractor’s in-house staff shall participate in the presentation.  The only exception is that any individuals who are proposed to perform on the contract, such as the Project Manager, but who are not currently employed by the offeror/subcontractor, may participate in the presentation.  Within those constraints, offerors shall have the option of selecting the participants to make their firm’s oral presentation.  Offerors are encouraged to have individuals proposed to fill key positions participate in the presentation

               f. Oral presentations will be held at the Army Atlanta Contracting Center, Fort McPherson, GA.  Offerors are responsible for all equipment and supplies required to present the oral portion of their proposal, to include an overhead projector, screen, and automation (Microsoft PowerPoint 97) capability if needed.  Offerors will make their oral presentation in person to the Government Source Selection Evaluation Panel (SSEP) and Government representatives determined by the Contracting Officer to have a need to know.  The order in which offerors will make their presentations to the SSEP will be determined by a drawing of lots after receipt of proposals.  Once identified of their scheduled presentation date and time, offerors shall complete their presentations on the scheduled date and time.  Requests from offerors to reschedule their presentations will NOT be entertained.  NO rescheduling of a presentation will be done unless determined necessary by the Government to resolve unanticipated problems or delays.  Videotaping site will be made available for offeror’s viewing in order to prepare for the presentation by written request only, and must be provided to the Contracting Officer at the time of oral presentation notification.

               g. Offerors are responsible for documenting the oral presentation;  Offerors shall provide equipment and personnel to video tape their oral presentation .  Offerors may have a maximum of four (4) video technicians present in the facility to operate the equipment.  If two taping systems are used, videotaping shall be performed redundantly and simultaneously during the presentations, in standard VHS format, at “Standard Play” speed, with two stand-alone cameras located side by side.  The videos shall provide stationary views (i.e. cameras on tripods) of both the presenter and his/her presentation slides.  Both cameras shall provide essentially the same view of the presentation (a slight difference in camera angles is acknowledged).  No interactive panning, zooming, or other camera or camera lens movement will be allowed during the presentations. During break periods and transition periods, the offeror will stop taping the session and will resume taping when the presentation session resumes.  As insurance against equipment failure, the offeror may, at his discretion, provide one or more duplicative equipment set-ups for taping.  No additional video technicians are allowed.  Offerors shall test tapes for audio and video output subsequent to completion of taping.
               h.  Following the end of the oral presentations, offerors shall leave one (1) Master copy of the taped presentation with the government and submit one (1) copy of the taped presentation to the Government within 72 hours.  Offerors must certify (signature by company official) that the duplicate tape is identical in content to the tapes created during the oral presentation.  If any changes are made, the offeror shall be removed from the competition. Video tapes shall be labeled with the following information:  Offeror’s name, RFP number, Presentation Date, Proprietary Information, and markings if required, Master/Duplicate/Number (copy 1,2,3 or 4).

             i.  Questions and Answers.  After the conclusion of each orally presented evaluation factor , the Government may ask questions for clarification purposes.  Any member of the offeror’s team can answer the questions, and is free to consult with other members of the team.  A final Question and Answer period may also be conducted at the conclusion of the total presentation if determined necessary by the Contracting Officer.  Questions and answers will be video taped and will be evaluated.


      j.  Offerors are solely responsible for successfully taping the oral presentation and delivering the required copies to the Government. It is the offeror’s responsibility to ensure that all content in the video tapes is audible and visible, and are of sufficient quality to enable Government evaluators to use during the evaluation.  Video tapes will be tested by the Offeror for audio and visual quality subsequent to each presentation.  The Government is the final arbiter of the “usefulness” of the tapes for evaluation purposes.  The Government is not responsible for any problems arising during the oral presentation and shall not be responsible if any or all of the tapes are determined to be unusable.  If the tapes are unusable, the Government evaluators will use their notes taken during the oral presentation, and the slides submitted the Technical Proposal.  Under no circumstances will the Government allow an offeror to make another oral presentation due to unusable tapes.

             k.  The Government will evaluate the information presented during the oral presentation.  The format of the oral presentation is as follows:


           (1) The oral presentation shall begin with the presenter, by name, position, and company affiliation.  Offerors may use a billboard to identify the briefer and company affiliation. The offeror shall demonstrate how they plan to meet the stated requirements and that the offeror has the necessary understanding, expertise, facilities, personnel and experience to successfully accomplish the proposed work.  The oral presentation should be practical and simple, providing straightforward, concise delineation of the approach the offeror will use to perform the requirements.  Full and complete information must be presented to sufficiently convey the offeror’s qualifications to perform the types of work required by the contract.  The offeror may use hard copies of charts or graphs and/or exhibits to support their oral presentation.  In addition, an 8 1/2” by 11” hard copy of each chart shall be submitted to the evaluators.


           (2)  The offeror will be afforded three hours for the oral presentation.  How the offeror divides the three hours between all of the elements that must be presented via oral presentation is to be determined by the offeror.  An agenda of the presentation will be provided in TEN copies as part of the technical proposal, Volume II.  The offeror’s agenda will allow for 10 minutes breaks every hour.  Schedule breaks and recesses called by the Government will not comprise part of the offeror’s three hour presentation time limit.

                  (3) At the conclusion of the presentation or the three (3) hour time limit, whichever occurs first, the Government may request clarification of any of the points addressed, and may ask for elaboration by the offeror.  This will be for clarification purposes only and will not constitute discussions.


           (4) Only the Offeror’s original presentation will be evaluated.


L.10  IDENTIFICATION OF POTENTIAL ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST


Offerors are advised that pursuant to FAR § 9.505, and in an effort to identify and avoid existing or potential organizational conflicts of interest among competitors on this solicitation, offerors shall include in their proposal in Volume I, a full description of any and all current contracts such offeror may be presently performing (or which have concluded performance within the past 12 months) involving the delivery of supplies or services either on site at Fort Polk, on behalf of Fort Polk, or employing data or information furnished  by or on behalf of Fort Polk.  The term, “performing” is to be viewed in the broadest sense possible, including performance in the capacity of a prime, a sub-contractor, or performance resulting from any form of teaming arrangement.  However, “performing” shall not include acting in the capacity of a materiel man, a supply vendor, or manufacturer whose contract performance is limited to the furnishing supplies.


Descriptions shall include the contract’s identification number, the source of the award (e.g., the awarding Command or appropriate civilian agency ), a full description of the contract supplies or services being furnished, the contract term, the contractor’s level of participation and any other contract features considered material and relevant to an Army determination regarding potential organizational conflict of interest posed by the existing contract.

The Contracting Officer will then either notify the Contractor  in writing that it may proceed with performance of the contract or will cancel the contract at no cost to the Government.

(2) If the result of the cost comparison favors Government performance, the Contracting Officer will publicly disclose this result, the completed cost-comparison form and its detailed supporting data, and the price of the offer most advantageous to the Government.  After (i) completion of a public review 30 working days beginning with the date this information is available to interested parties and (ii) resolution of any requests for review under the agency appeals procedure (see paragraph (d) below), the Contracting Officer will either cancel this solicitation or award a contract, as appropriate.

(d) During the public review period, directly affected parties may file with the Contracting Officer written requests, based on specific objections, for administrative review of the cost comparison result under the agency appeals procedures.  The appeals procedure shall be used only to resolve questions concerning the calculation of the cost comparison and will not apply to questions concerning award to one offeror in preference to another.  Agency determination under the appeals procedure shall be final.

(e)  A cost estimate for Government performance is considered a proposal for purposes of this solicitation's Late Submission, Modifications, and Withdrawal of Proposals or Quotations provision, and a late modification that displaces an otherwise low cost estimate for Government performance shall not be considered.

EVALUATION APPROACH

a.  The Government will evaluate each proposal under formal source selection procedures strictly in accordance with proposal content and will not assume that performance will include areas not specified in the offeror’s proposal.

                   (1)  All proposals received will be subjected to an initial screening by the Contracting Officer to determine whether proposals are complete in accordance with Section L of the solicitation, and thereby whether they warrant further  consideration.  Each offeror’s proposal will be screened to ascertain whether the offeror has provided “technical” oral presentation slides, a written technical proposal, past performance and subcontracting information, and a cost proposal in accordance with the requirements of this solicitation.  Only those offerors whose submissions pass the initial screening will be eligible to then make an oral presentation.  Proposals that fail this initial screening process shall be rejected and offeror’s will be notified they are no longer eligible for further consideration.

                   (2)  All proposals having passed the initial screening and having then conducted the required Oral Presentation will be subject to evaluation by a team of Government personnel  examining the written Technical, the Past Performance information, Subcontracting Plan , and Cost Proposal.  In order for the Government to determine the quality of the offeror’s proposal as it relates to the factors  contained herein, the team will evaluate:

                         (i)   The extent to which the proposal exhibits a clear understanding of the requirement and demonstrates a realistic ability to fulfill contract requirements at the price offered.  

                        (ii)   Completeness of the offeror’s approach and analysis of the total requirement.

    (iii)  Feasibility of approach.  The soundness of approach and the extent to which the proposal demonstrates satisfactory methods of accomplishing the requirements within the total estimated cost proposed by the offeror.

b.    Offerors are reminded that unsupported promises to comply with contractual requirements will not be sufficient.  Proposals must not merely parrot back the contractual requirements, but rather provide substantive, understandable and realistic evidence to support promised performance.  Any inconsistency whether real or apparent, between promised performance and price should be explained.  Unexplained inconsistencies resulting from the offeror’s lack of understanding of the nature and scope of the work required may be grounds for rejection of the proposal.

c.  The Government will assess the relative risks associated with each offeror and each proposal as an inherent part of the best value decision process.  Evaluators will determine the degree of risk associated with each competing offeror based on the potential of each offeror’s proposed approach to cause disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance.  The evaluator’s assessment of proposal and performance risk will be integrated into the ratings for technical, past performance, subcontracting and cost as applicable, for the factors shown in Paragraph M.3 below.  

                  (i)  Proposal Risk.  The technical and/or cost risk associated with an offeror’s proposed approach in meeting the Government’s requirement.  Proposal risk summarizes the risk derived from the technical evaluation It is an overall assessment driven by each of the subfactors within the technical factor and is assessed by the proposal evaluators and integrated into the rating of each specific evaluation factor under the technical and cost factors.  

                  (ii)  Performance Risk.  Performance risk is associated with an offeror’s probability of success in performing the solicitation’s requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.  Performance risk is assessed by the proposal evaluators  from past performance information furnished by the offeror as well as similar information independently collected by the Government and integrated into the overall Past Performance rating.

d.  The Government reserves the right to make award without discussions, based solely upon initial offers and without the opportunity for revised proposals.  Accordingly, each initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a quality and price/cost standpoint.  If however, revised proposals are requested, they will be evaluated against the same criteria as the initial proposals.

e.   In making this award, each offeror will be evaluated on their performance under existing and prior contracts over a specified period.  This Past Performance information will assist the Government in determining the appropriate level of Performance Risk associated with  each evaluated proposal.

f.   On the rare occasion that the offeror’s organization has virtually no past performance history on related contracts, the offeror’s lack of past performance will be treated as an unknown performance risk and given a neutral rating.  This will be accomplished by giving the offeror the average rating  of the other competing offerors and continuing the evaluation in accordance with other stated evaluation criteria.  An unknown performance risk is considered as neither favorable nor unfavorable in terms of an overall Past Performance rating.

g.  Offerors are hereby put on notice that pursuant to FAR 15.306(c)(2), the Government reserves the right to limit the competitive range for purposes of efficiency, to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.  A “highly rated proposal” is defined as one that provides a technical proposal with no deficiencies, and a minimum number of overall weaknesses with no significant weaknesses identified; excellent Past Performance; an acceptable Subcontracting proposal that meets established goals; and Costs that are reasonable and reflect a balanced and realistic cost approach that is neither too high or too low for the services to be performed.  

h.  The Government’s primary objective in selecting an awardee is to make a “Best Value” determination by employing a subjective assessment of each offer that seeks to balance all of the stated evaluation factors against the offeror’s proposed integration of those factors in its offer.  Thus, in making the overall “Best Value” decision, the Government will consider the value of each proposal in terms of the technical, past performance, and subcontracting opportunities offered for the estimated cost.  This process reserves the right of the Government to award to other than the lowest estimated or evaluated cost, and/or highest ranked technical or past performance proposal.

i.   Offerors are STRONGLY ADVISED to focus particular attention on the importance of oral presentations.  Evaluation of oral presentations as these presentations will be conducted only once, regardless of whether a later revision of initial proposals is permitted.  Evaluation of oral presentations will occur during and/or immediately after they are conducted, and will not be subject to any later re-scoring.                                                                                                             

j.  The offeror's attention is invited to Section L for detailed instructions on documentation to be submitted with their proposal addressing each of the criteria necessary to be eligible for a full evaluation.  Evaluation will be based on the major factors and subfactors as shown below, together with a related risk assessment, as earlier described.

EVALUATION FACTORS AND SIGNIFICANT SUBFACTORS                           

a.  Technical is the single most important major non-cost factor in the overall evaluation, and includes the oral presentation and the written proposal.  Based on the importance of the Technical factor relative to all the other major evaluation factors, Technical is slightly more important than either Cost or Past Performance, and substantially more important than Subcontracting.  However,  Technical is equally as important as the combination of both Past Performance and Subcontracting.  The Technical, Past Performance and Subcontracting factors each represent non-cost factors and when combined are significantly more important than the Cost factor alone. However, offerors are warned that Cost remains a significant factor and will become increasingly more important in the ultimate source selection decision, as the differences in non-cost factors narrow among proposals remaining in the competitive range.

BASIS FOR EVALUATION  

a.  TECHNICAL EVALUATION:  As a major evaluation factor, “TECHNICAL” includes two subfactors, the Oral Presentation and the Written Proposal.  The subfactor of Technical (Oral presentation) is equal in terms of relative importance to the subfactor of Technical (Written).  The individual elements listed within each of the two subfactors, are not individually weighted, but will be evaluated and considered in assigning an overall rating to the subfactor.

b.  PAST PERFORMANCE EVALUATION:  Past Performance will be evaluated based on an assessment of the following subfactors listed in descending order of relative importance:  Relevant Experience, Quality and Timeliness of Performance, Cost Control Experience, Business Relations, and Management of Key Personnel.   

                  (1) The Government will evaluate past performance on the basis of the offeror’s specific experience and performance record in providing services, during the last three years, which are consistent with the scope and complexity of this solicitation.  The Government will use information provided in the offeror’s proposal, and may also use information obtained from other sources that may have useful and relevant information.  Information will also be considered regarding any significant subcontractors or key personnel to the extent that such subcontractors or key personnel are proposed for use on this particular contract.  Offerors are advised that the “three year period” of past performance examination refers to any and all services contracts the offeror has performed (or may yet be performing) within this window, and without regard to the length or term of such contract(s).  As such, the actual period of examination may well extend back beyond three years to the date of initial contract award.  

               (2)  The source selection authority shall exercise discretion in the determination of whether past performance information furnished is or is not considered as relevant to the present requirement.  In all cases of offerors from whom there is no information collected or otherwise furnished on past performance history, the neutral rating assigned may effectively view the offeror as an unknown performance risk.  As an unknown performance risk, evaluators must rate the offeror neither favorably nor unfavorably on the factor of past performance.

                  (3)  However, competitors are advised that use of this 'neutral rating' approach for offerors with no relevant past performance history may ultimately result in the offeror being considered less favorably overall than another with a favorable and relevant past performance history.  In any Best Value acquisition, all other factors being equal, it may thus be appropriate, in assigning a neutral past performance rating to an offeror with no relevant past performance history, to ultimately award to a higher-priced offeror with a demonstrated record of relevant past performance, over a lower-cost, 'neutrally-rated' vendor with no relevant past performance history.   However,  absence of a relevant past performance record will not be justification for disqualifying any offeror. 

                  (4)  Award may be made based on initial offers, without discussions.  However, if discussions are held offerors may be given an opportunity to address unfavorable reports of past performance if the offeror has not had a previous opportunity to review the rating.  Recent contracts will be examined to ensure that corrective measures have been implemented.  Prompt corrective action in isolated instances may not outweigh overall negative trends.
                  (5)  Each offeror will be evaluated on his/her performance under existing and prior contracts for similar services.  Performance information will be used for both responsibility determinations and as an evaluation factor against which offerors’ relative rankings will be compared to assure best value to the government.  The government will focus on information that demonstrates quality of performance relative to the size and complexity of the procurement under consideration.   References other than those identified by the offeror may be contacted by the Government with the information received used in the evaluation of the offeror’s past performance. 

c.  SUBCONTRACTING EVALUATION:  Subcontracting will be evaluated to determine 1) the extent to which small business (SB), small disadvantaged business (SDB), HUBZone small business concerns,   women-owned small business (WOSB) concerns, veteran-owned small business concerns and service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, are specifically identified as subcontractors in the proposal; 2) the extent of the offeror’s commitment to use SB, SDB, HUBZone, veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, and WOSB concerns as subcontractors (for example, enforceable commitments will be viewed more heavily than non-enforceable commitments); 3) the extent of proposed participation of SB, SDB, HUBZone, veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns,  and WOSB concerns as subcontractors in terms of the value of the total acquisition and the subcontracting percentage and dollar goals established herein by the offeror that are considered realistic, challenging, achievable and positive; and 4) the past performance of offerors in complying with previous small, small disadvantaged, HUBZone, veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, and women-owned small business subcontracting plans.  

d.  COST EVALUATION:  Cost will be evaluated using cost realism and price analysis techniques based on an assessment of the following subfactors listed in descending order of relative importance:  Cost Realism (Variance/ Balance/Allocation), Total Estimated Cost and Fee Structure (Base Fee and Award Fee).  Cost will be evaluated  but not scored.

                   (1)  COST REALISM  The Government will evaluate the cost realism of each proposal.  Evaluation will include a Cost Realism Analysis to determine what the Government should realistically expect to pay for the proposed effort, the offeror’s understanding of the work, and the offeror’s ability to perform the work at the proposed cost.  At a minimum, the Government will perform a Cost Realism Analysis that includes development of a Most Probable Cost Estimate (MPCE) based on a detailed cost analysis of each offeror’s proposal.  The MPCE is used to determine that the offeror’s total estimated costs are realistic for the work to be performed; reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and are consistent with the elements of the technical proposal.  In this analysis Cost Evaluators may make adjustments to the offeror’s cost proposal, taking into consideration recommendations from the Technical Evaluators regarding staffing and equipment resources in support of offeror’s technical approach, as well as DCAA recommendations.   


(a)  The cost realism analysis will include evaluation of the cost difference between the MPCE and the offeror’s total estimated cost.  This “variance” or “delta” between the MPCE and the offeror’s total estimated cost will be used to determine the “realism” of the proposed costs and any associated risk as it relates to cost of performance.


(b)  The Government will evaluate balance in the context of cost realism and cost allocation.  Balance shall include an assessment for balance amongst the costs proposed for each functional area and also between the base and option years.  


(c)  Allocation shall include an assessment of the offeror’s direct and indirect costs, and general and administrative costs as approved by DCAA.

                  (2)  TOTAL ESTIMATED COST:  The Government will evaluate the total estimated cost of the offer which is the sum of the prices offered for phase-in, phase-out, the base year and all option years.

                  (3)  BASE AND AWARD FEE STRUCTURE: The Government will evaluate the degree to which the offeror’s proposed base fee (which may be Zero, if the offeror so chooses) reflects the offeror’s own willingness for assumption of risk, and the degree to which the offeror’s proposed award fee provides an adequate incentive for excellent performance.  Offerors shall include in their cost proposal a proposed fee structure for this effort covering the initial performance period and each of the four (4) option periods.  The fee structure shall consist of a base fee and an award fee although (as indicated) the base fee may be Zero. The base fee should be consistent with the offeror’s limited investment and relative absence of cost risk involved in performance under a cost-type contract.  The proposed award fee should be sufficient to provide a meaningful positive incentive towards excellence in overall performance.  The proposed fee structure shall be limited to the Defense Acquisition Regulations imposed maximum restrictions at DFARs 216.405-2(c)(2)(B).   


e.  Discussions or negotiations.  Although the Government has reserved the right to award without discussions, discussions may be conducted with those offerors determined to be within the competitive range in accordance with FAR 15.306.   If discussions are determined necessary,  a request for “Final Proposal Revisions (FPR)” will be made of all offerors in the Competitive Range.  Final proposal revisions will be evaluated against the same criteria, as were the initial proposals.

BASIS FOR AWARD – BEST VALUE
a.  Subject to the provisions of this solicitation, award will be made to a single offeror whose evaluated offer in the view of the responsible Source Selection Authority is the most realistic in terms of cost and performance expectations and offers the greatest probabilityfor success.  Source selection decision will be based on an integrated assessment of the offeror’s capability to perform and the risks associated with successful contract performance, as well as the offer considered the  most advantageous to the Government, price and other non-cost factors considered.  Subject offer will ultimately represent the overall “Best Value” to the Government in terms of all of the stated evaluation factors and subfactors listed at Paragraph M.4 of this solicitation.   

b.  The Government reserves the right to award to other than the lowest estimated cost and/or evaluated cost, or the offeror with the highest ranked technical or past performance proposal.  No proposal will be accepted that does not address the total amount of work specified in the solicitation.  To be considered for an award, a proposal shall conform to all terms and conditions contained in the solicitation. Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of resources or approach, or unrealistic in cost will be deemed reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence, and indicative of failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the overall contractual requirements.  Pursuant to FAR 16.301-3, no award will be made to an offeror that does not have an adequate cost accounting system for determining costs applicable to the contract, or any offeror that does not have an acceptable Subcontracting Plan.
