a.  The purpose of this amendment is to extend the closing date for receipt of proposals and to revise specific Paragraphs in Section L of the solicitation as listed below.   Offeror’s should make pen and ink changes to the applicable page.

b.  The hour and date specified for receipt of proposals is extended to 4:00 P.M., Local Time, 10 August  2001.  Location for receipt of proposals remains unchanged.  

c.  Part I, Section L Paragraph L.8, VOLUME II, subparagraph (b)(1)(v) is revised to read as follows:

“(iv)  Management Staff - Offerors shall address their criteria for key management and professional personnel (i.e. Project Manager, Quality Control Chief, and Functional Chiefs), demonstrating the minimum qualifications for leadership; education, and experience commensurate with the position proposed and considered essential for this contract.  The extent of the Project Manager's authority and autonomy shall be clearly delineated.  For each key position identified the offeror shall provide the following information; complete job description, category of employment; identification of minimum qualification requirements, to include levels of general and specific experience, education, certification, registration or licensing; and any other related qualifications.”

d.  Part I, Section L Paragraph L.8, VOLUME V, subparagraph d (3) is revised to read as follows:      

                  “ (3)  Escalation of wages for employees not covered under a Collective Bargaining Agreement but
subject to a Service Contract Act Area Wage Determination.  Guidance is provided to offeror’s for preparation of cost proposals in this area:  The offeror’s proposal  should include wages escalated at 3% per year for each option year. An equitable adjustment will be negotiated to reflect an increase/decrease to the estimated contract value as a result of a new Department of Labor - directed Area Wage Determination.  The adjustment will be limited to the cost necessary to compensate payment in accordance with the minimum wages contained in any new Area Wage Determination.  Failure to follow this recommended approach will not result in rejection of offers, but may impact the Government's evaluation of "cost realism" in examination of affected cost proposals.”
