Section I – BPA Contractual Information Overview

Type:  DAKF11-99-A-1001, 1002, 1003, 1004 and 1005 are Blanket Purchasing Agreements and are governed by the terms and conditions of the GSA Federal Supply Schedule contract which they are established against.  Firm-fixed price (FFP) and possibly some Time and Materials (T&M) task orders may be issued under this BPA.

The Government reserves the right to issue FFP orders for those requirements that are well defined and when the Government’s individual task order schedule requirements allow for the time required for FFP proposals.  Additionally, T&M orders may be issued when determined to be in the Government’s best interest.

Rates:  The rates for FFP or T&M task orders are fully loaded labor rates including profit.

Who May Buy:  This BPA is open to any FORSCOM activity to include the U.S. Army Reserve Command, Third U.S. Army, First U.S. Army and Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) who are eligible to use the GSA Federal Supply Schedule contracts.

Term of BPA:  The term of this BPA shall be for the period of the GSA Federal Supply Schedule, which governs this BPA.  BPAs must be reviewed annually by the Army Atlanta Contracting Center.
