Orders Under GSA Contracts for Services more than $100,000 (Link)

Under the GSA Schedules (Multiple Award Schedules)(MAS) Program, GSA establishes long-term government-wide contracts with commercial firms to provide ordering offices with access to over 4 million commercial services and products from GSA Schedule contractors.  All customers are provided with the latest technology, quality services and products, convenience, and most-favored customer pricing. GSA Schedules also offer the potential benefits of shorter lead-times, lower administrative costs, and significant opportunities for agencies to meet small business goals, while promoting compliance with various environmental and socioeconomic laws and regulations.

Section 803 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2002 (Pub. L. 107-107) requires that orders for services over $100,000 be placed competitively under GSA Multiple Award Schedules (MAS).  For MAS orders for services, Section 803 requires as many contractors as practicable be given fair notice so that at least three quotes are received.  The SRCC-E generally uses the GSA “E-Buy” electronic quote system.

The SRCC-E will place your order with the schedule contractor that can provide the service that represents the best value based on evaluation factors that you help formulate.  Before issuing a request for quotes on E-Buy, the SRCC-E may ask you to evaluate contractors’ websites or other reasonably available information.  Before placing an order, the SRCC-E may ask you to consider quotes addressing the contractor’s technical capability, past performance, and similar factors. The SRCC-E will select the schedule contractor that represents the best value, price and other factors considered.  If other than the lowest priced contractor is selected, the SRCC-E must be able to justify what advantages are being obtained by awarding to the higher priced contractor.
