Orders under SRCC-E OPTARSS Contracts (Link)

OPTARSS is a suite of contracts (multiple-award, indefinite delivery-indefinite quantity or MAC IDIQ contracts) that support operations-related services across a broad spectrum of 12 task areas including operational planning, training, modeling and simulation, flight operations, mobilization and deployment support, program management, force protection, and support of Army transformation.  The statement of work for MAC IDIQ contracts describes the general scope, nature, complexity, and purpose of the services; details of requirements are specified in individual task orders.  

Section 803 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2002 (Pub. L. 107-107) requires that order for services over $100,000 be placed competitively under Multiple Award Indefinite Delivery-Indefinite Quantity Contracts (MAC IDIQ) such as OPTARSS.  For MAC IDIQ Section 803 requires that fair notice be provided to all contractors offering the required services under the multiple award contract, and all contractors responding  have their offer fairly considered.

The SRCC-E will place your order with the OPTARSS contractor that can provide the service that represents the best value based on evaluation factors that you help formulate.  Before placing an order, the SRCC-E may ask you to consider white papers addressing the contractor’s technical capability, past performance, and similar factors. The SRCC-E will select the contractor that represents the best value, price and other factors considered.  If other than the lowest priced contractor is selected, the SRCC-E must be able to justify what advantages are being obtained by awarding to the higher priced contractor.  

Be aware that if the service has been performed by a small business or if there are at least 2 small businesses capable of performing the services, we will be unable to use the OPTARSS contracts and the open market time-frames will apply.
