	e.	Appendix P is the FORSCOM rating chain.

	f.	Changes to the rating chains, which require action by the FORSCOM Commanding General (CG), Deputy Commanding General (DCG), or Chief of Staff (CofS), will not be established without their approval. Send requests and information copies of by-name rating chains published under the provisions of appendix P to CDR, FORSCOM, ATTN:  AFAG-ISE.

	g.	Commanders of Major U.S. Army Reserve Commands (MUSARC) will be rated by the USARC Deputy Commanding General;  senior rated by the USARC Commanding General and CONUSA Commanders will submit Letter Report (see para 3-2l for exceptions.).

	h.	Army National Guard (NG) advisors to state Adjutants General (AG) will be rated by the state AG and senior rated by the CONUSA commander or Deputy.  Evaluations for all other advisors will be accomplished within the active component advisor chain, with letter input from NG commanders they advise.

�	i.	Senior Army Advisors to Major U.S. Army Reserve Commands (MUSARC) will be rated by the MUSARC commander and senior rated by the CONUSA commander or Deputy.

	j.	Active component (AC) soldiers serving in the AC Dedicated Support Program, Resident Training Detachments, and Regional Training Teams will be rated and senior rated in AC channels only.  The Corps/CONUSA Commanders may determine intermediate raters, as appropriate.  The only exception is for soldiers assigned to Third U.S. Army downtrace units that are performing duties in the Full Time Support (FTS) Program.  The rating chain for these soldiers will follow their chain of supervision, regardless of component.

	k.	Active Component soldiers occupying Ground Force Readiness Enhancement (GFRE) title VII/XI positions in support of the Divisions (Exercise) and members of Field Exercise Brigades (Feb) or BCST Brigades will be rated IAW the chain of supervision.  The CONUSA Commander will determine the rating chain for AC soldiers in the Field Training Group (FTG).  The senior rater in both cases will be AC.



	l.	Commanders of the following ARNG and USAR I Corps wartrace units will be senior rated by Commander, I Corps:  311th COSCOM (CAUSAR); 464th CM Bde (PAUSAR); 326th FI Gp (CAUSAR); 35th EN Bde (MOARNG); I Corps Arty (UTARNG); 66th AV Bde (WAARNG); 142d SC Bde (ALARNG); 82d RTOC Det (ORARNG); and 177th MP Bde (MIARNG).



Paragraph 5-18, Relief for Cause.  Add subparagraph f.

	f.	When considering relief for cause of commanders of units assigned to other MACOMs (e.g., TRADOC unit attached to FORSCOM installation), concurrent coordination will be made the parent MACOM headquarters.  Commanders of FORSCOM units stationed on other than FORSCOM installations will not be relieved for cause without coordination with the Office of the DCSPIM, HQ FORSCOM.  Failure to perform such coordination has no effect on the action by which the Commander is relieved for cause.



Paragraph 5-36a, Preparation.  Add subpara-graphs (1) and (2).

	(1)	Send reports which require action by the FORSCOM CG, DCG, or CofS to CDR, FORSCOM, ATTN:  AFAG-ISE, to arrive not later than the following suspense dates:

	(a)	For action by the rater - 3 days after the "thru" date of the report.

	(b)	For action by the intermediate rater - 10 days after the "thru" date of the report.

	(c)	For action by the senior rater - 15 days after the "thru" date of the report.

	(2)	Each report not dispatched to arrive within the prescribed timeframe will be attached as an enclosure to a letter explaining the reason for the delay.



Paragraph 5-36c, Forwarding.  Add subparagraph (4).

	(4)	Copies of completed Officer Evaluation Report (OER) and support forms for officers for whom the FORSCOM CG, DCG, or CofS serve as the rater or senior rater will be mailed from HQ FORSCOM directly to the officer concerned as an enclosure to a letter of transmittal.  The letter will be mailed to the officer at the address shown in Part 1p, DA Form 67-8, U.S. Army Officer Evaluation Report, and will require the officer to acknowledge receipt of the report.  The original of the OER will be mailed directly to PERSCOM.  The originating Personnel Service Company (PSC) will be notified of the date the original report was sent to PERSCOM.  A file copy of the report will be kept at HQ FORSCOM for 120 days.
