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FORSCOM Regulation 385-1, Forces Command Safety Policy, dated 31 March 1998, is changed as follows:

Change para 12-3.d. to read, “The standard Army risk assessment matrix (figure 12-1) will normally be used to rate the degree of risk.  This will serve to standardize the degree of risk terminology.  Forces Command units will specify risk assessment acceptance level authority for all operations.  Extremely High-Risk Missions acceptance level will not be delegated below the first General Officer in the chain of command.”

Para 13-1.a.  Delete "which operate, and/or maintain FORSCOM aircraft” from the last sentence.

Para 13-2.a.  Change the second sentence to read, "Accident prevention will be integrated into all functional areas involving the support, use, operations, and maintenance of aircraft."
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
