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Supplementation.  Supplementation is prohibited without approval from Cdr. FORSCOM, AFPK-MPO.

1.  Purpose and Scope.  This regulation establishes procedures and policies for Managing lieutenant colonel centralized commands, and further establishes the requirement for a report which will give detailed information to help HQ FORSCOM and the preparing headquarters in programming appropriate assignment, retainability, and distribution of lieutenant colonels who occupy command designated positions.

2.  Definitions.  Centralized commands referred to in this regulation are those which comprise the HQDA Lieutenant Colonel Level Designated Command List.

5.  Frequency. Prepare report quarterly.

6.  Person Covered or “As of Date.” Prepare reports as of 31 December, 31 March, 30 June, and 30 September, each year.  Make telephonic updates to AUTOVON 588-2334/ 3162 for intervening months.

Replacement.  List the first name, middle initial, last name, grade, branch, SSN, and DOR of the individual designated to assume command if known.
